A cloud
icon shows that the eBook is available to download.
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7. Select the ebook icon and it will start downloading. We suggest downloading
the eBooks one at a time when you have a strong internet connection. Follow
the green line around the cloud icon to see the progress of the download.
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8. When you see the ‘unpack’ icon, the eBook is in the final stage of
downloading and will finish downloading shortly.
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9. When you see the green circle with the tick your eBook has downloaded and
is ready to use. Select the eBook to open it.
