It includes
ample opportunities to work with vocabulary.

Alabama ELA Standards 8-10 were altered on the Correlation
Guide provided by Carnegie. This alteration resulted in a
deviation of the rigor and anticipated student outcomes for
each standard.

Layout was clean and easy to follow; online videos and other
Hook and Inspire sections were engaging and student-
centered; assessments were easy to find and edited for
accommodation. The disposable textbook option was
fantastic.

Material is well-organized and grade level appropriate. The series
repeats each lesson so that routine and consistency will build over
time, but the repetitive routine of exercises lacks variety so teachers
may need to supplement. The pieces that students read are not
diverse or from different perspectives.

Effective balance of diverse voices and time periods. Effective
use of diverse types of texts. The organization of the book
includes writing lessons and collaborative discussion guides
with rubrics for each unit to pair with textual extensions.
Textbook provides two different tracks for the teacher-
thematic or novel with pairings and a pacing guide.

The
diversity of texts included in the textbook provide quality
engagement and exposure for students.

Appropriate instruction for text-based writing and discussion.
Appropriate text complexity and diversity.

Uses an |, we, you organization in each unit and the text has many
activities to meet the new digital standards and communication skill
strands. Includes a workbook that correlates with every AL ELA
standard providing teachers with ready-made graphic organizers to
use as application for the standard.

Lacking clear strategies and options for the teacher. The layout of the
student textbook does not elicit interest or engagement. The chosen
texts are grade appropriate and correlate with the standards.

Lacks research instruction and diverse types of texts. All black
and white photos in textbook. The two different textbook
curricula offer no plan for integration of both text series for
teachers. The encoding of the instructional structure was
lacking in clarity and cohesion and aesthetics.

This supplemental resource was extremely useful, and only slightly
falls in Tier Il due to the coverage of the rubric for more standalone
texts.

Everything worked well interdependently and independently.
Teacher resources support full implementation of standards. Variety
of texts- contemporary and classic.
