As the 50-plus cancer survivors of all ages
at the Pat Denny Inland Mendocino County
Relay for Life event made the kickoff lap
around the track Saturday morning, Queen’s
“We are the Champions” blasted through the
sound system.

The anthem, fitting for the event, which
raises money for the American Cancer Society
in an effort to find a cure for cancer, echoed off
of bleachers as onlookers applauded the
strength of those in the community who have
survived or are fighting cancer.

The first Relay for Life was held 20 years
ago and is now supported in communities
across the nation and world to celebrate cancer
survivorship in addition to raising money.

Larry Brown, of Ukiah, made his first lap
around Ukiah High School’s track this year.
About a year-and-a-half ago, he was diag-
nosed with a papillary, genetic cancer.

“It’s really nice of the people in the com-
munity to support us,” Brown said. “Like I
say, you don’t appreciate it until something
like this happens to you.”

Brown is hopeful about recovering from the
cancer that caused a third of his left kidney to
be removed. When he was first diagnosed, his
doctor gave him about four years to live, but
after a check-up last week, there was no sign
of the cancer. As a part of the Kiwanis, who
had a team entered in the relay, Brown helped
at the registration desk.

“I’m just surprised at the magnitude of it,”
Brown said. “It’s just a much bigger event than

Lobbyist Jack Abramoff’s donation
requests, administration contacts detailed

WASHINGTON (AP) — Wanted: Face time with President
Bush or top adviser Karl Rove. Suggested donation: $100,000.
The middleman: lobbyist Jack Abramoff. Blunt e-mails that
connect money and access in Washington show that prominent
Republican activist Grover Norquist facilitated some adminis-
tration contacts for Abramoff’s clients while the lobbyist simul-
taneously solicited those clients for large donations to
Norquist’s tax-exempt group.

Those who were solicited or landed administration introduc-
tions included foreign figures and American Indian tribes,
according to e-mails gathered by Senate investigators and fed-
eral prosecutors or obtained independently by The Associated
Press.

“Can the tribes contribute $100,000 for the effort to bring
state legislatures and those tribal leaders who have passed Bush
resolutions to Washington?” Norquist wrote Abramoff in one
such e-mail in July 2002.

PALO ALTO — A
Northern California family’s
decades-old war story
acquired an emotional epi-
logue on Friday when partial
remains of an Army airman
who disappeared in the South
Pacific more than six decades
ago were buried with military
honors.

Second Lt. John Austin
Widsteen was 22 years old on
April 16, 1944, when he and
10 fellow airmen aboard the
Royal Flush failed to return to
their Papua New Guinea base
from a bombing mission in
what is now Indonesia.

Widsteen’s baby sister, now
77, was his closest surviving
relative at the funeral, which
also drew a pair of gray-haired
cousins and several nieces and
nephews.

“He is still that 22-year-
old,” said Widsteen’s sister,
June Robertson. “I can’t imag-
ine him as an old man.”

Since 1946, when the Army
declared the crew of the B-24

Liberator bomber dead, the
official explanation was that
the Royal Flush probably
crashed into the sea during a
violent storm that also crip-
pled or destroyed 37 other
planes. In all, 54 soldiers died
on that “Black Sunday,” the
largest non-combat aviation
casualty toll of World War II.

Robertson said she had
long-since made peace with
her brother’s death when her
older sister heard from the
Pentagon four years ago that a
New Guinea villager hunting
wallaby in a dense mountain
forest had spotted two sets of
dog tags below the cockpit of
a plane caught in the trees.

“It felt like getting socked
in the stomach,” she said of
hearing that his body might be
recovered after so many years.
“We never thought we’d again
hear about it or know anything
about it.”

Using DNA samples from
surviving relatives, the Army
finished identifying the bodies
of the Royal Flush’s missing
airmen earlier this year. Their

remains were interred in a
common coffin at Arlington
National Cemetery in April,
but Robertson set some ashes
aside so her brother could be
laid to rest next to their moth-
er’s grave in Palo Alto.

“Your children aren’t sup-
posed to go away before you,”
she said. “A lot of mothers are
experiencing that now.”

Because their father died
when Widsteen was 11, he
was the man of the house
when he enlisted in the Army
at age 18. Robertson recalled
their mother selling the family
car because her oldest child
and only son, who sent his

military salary home to help
support his younger sisters,
wasn’t around to tinker with
it.

The last letter Widsteen
sent home reflected his pater-
nal role. It was to his middle
sister, who was about to get
married.

“He said, ‘Do you really
think you love this guy? Do
you think he will take good
care of you?”’ Robertson said.

At Friday’s service, Army
reservists played taps, gave
Widsteen a three-volley salute
and presented his family with
a folded American flag and
ribbons honoring his World
War II service and three Asian
Pacific campaigns.

Army Chief Warrant
Officer John Monks said that
even with the country busy
fighting another war, the
nation can’t afford to forget its
past heroes.

“They are all those who
stepped forward in our coun-
try’s hour of need so all of us
can enjoy our freedoms,” he
said.

UPREME COURT RULES ... MALE-ONLY
DRAFT IS CONSTITUTIONAL. WASHINGTON
(UPI) – The Supreme Curt today upheld male-only
military-draft registration, saying Congress’ broad
constitutional powers over national defense allows it

to exclude women from a possible draft.
The 6-3 decision reversed a ruling by a special district

court, which invalidated male-only registration on grounds it
discriminates against men by excluding women from the pool
of potential draftees.

Writing for the court, Justice William Rehnquist said, “We
cannot ignore Congress’ broad authority enforced by the
Constitution to raise and support armies when we are urged to
declare unconstitutional its studied choice of one alternative in
preference to another for furthering that goal.”

PARNELL CLAIMS MYSTERY MAN KIDNAPPED
TIMMY. HAYWARD (UPI) – Kenneth Parnell, suspected of
kidnapping two boys in a plot to build a bizarre “family,” told
a packed Alameda County courtroom that he did not abduct 5-
year-old Timmy White, but was forced by a mysterious man
named “Hank” to harbor the child.

The balding defendant, 49, took the stand Wednesday as
the leadoff defense witness in his trial on charges of
kidnapping Timmy from a rural Ukiah street last Valentine’s
Day.

Parnell testified that he did not take part in the boy’s
abduction, and said he was later blackmailed into keeping the
child at his mountain cabin by “Hank.”

Parnell is suspected of kidnapping two boys, eight years
apart, to keep as his “sons.”

State St. (the corner of South Highway and Beacon Lane) remember
the restaurant’s signature Beacon Burger, still described today as
“fantastic.”

Dozens of our readers were able to identify the

building shown above as the Beacon Drive In on South
State Street (today the Bluebird Cafe).

Barbara Eversole wrote that “this building was con-
structed by my father, Clarence Ballou, for his sister
and (my aunt) Laura Long, owner of the property.”

Chuck Pittman noticed a familiar looking vehicle in
the photograph, and after correctly identifying the
building, wrote that “the 1950 Mercury club coupe in
the picture with the rear fender skirts either belonged to
Pete Barra, Art Ghiringhelli or Chuck Pittman.”

The  photo brought back lots of memories for Betty
Orsi: food, music and a day in 1952 when her husband
of more than 50 years popped the question at this very
site.

She wrote: “The teenagers of the forties and fifties
spent a lot of time here. The window in the picture was
where you could place your order. It was owned by
Cecil Kambak and his wife, Velma. The hamburgers
were the original “Big Mac” type (long before the Big
Mac existed) called the Beacon Burger, with two pat-
ties, a split bun (3 pieces), his own special sauce, plus
all the rest. Huge milkshakes, thick and creamy (real
ice cream), wonderful French fries were at the top of
the list for all of us.

“There was always a radio playing the music of the
day that you could listen to while eating in your car.
You could also call into KUKI and the disc jockey
would play your requests.

“In fact, it was at the very spot in the picture that my
husband proposed to me in 1952. We were married in
1953 and are still going today. The old Beacon was a
landmark for us and many others in the Ukiah Valley.”

On May 19, 1947, Ray Delahoyde and Robert
Jackson opened their Beacon Drive In on the South
Highway, an event that was reported in the next edition
of the Dispatch Democrat newspaper (May 23, 1947).

In 1948, Cecil and Velma Kambak bought the
Beacon, and ran it until 1971.

The July 12, 1960 edition of the Mendo-Lake
Advertiser reported that “the old Beacon Drive In
(which fronted directly onto State Street) was moved
by house movers a couple of weeks ago to reveal a new
Beacon Drive In, which was built directly behind the
old building.”

Despite the use of private data
brokers by federal and local
law enforcement agencies, the
FBI said Thursday that prac-
tices by such companies to
gather Americans’ private
telephone records without
warrants or subpoenas are
almost certainly illegal.

A senior FBI lawyer, Elaine
N. Lammert, told lawmakers
the bureau was still surveying
agents around the U.S. but so
far has found no “systemic”
use of data brokers by the FBI
seeking telephone records or
other information without
warrants or subpoenas.

Lammert, the bureau’s
deputy general counsel for its
investigative law branch, told
a congressional panel: “There
are compelling reasons for the
government to believe that
these operations violate feder-
al law.”

Lawmakers agreed. Police
use of such data brokers
“might compromise sensitive
law enforcement information,
compromise operational secu-
rity or maybe just violate the
Constitution,” said Rep. Joe
Barton, R-Texas, head of the
House Energy and Commerce
Committee.

“Even though it may be
tougher to go get a warrant,
get a subpoena, that’s the way
the good guys do these
things,” Barton said.

Internal corporate docu-
ments turned over to Congress
by some data brokers include
e-mails in which workers

described efforts to imperson-
ate targets of investigations to
trick telephone carriers into
revealing private calling
records.

“By lying about their true
identity — perhaps by claim-
ing that they are a fellow
employee, or that they are the
customer or the customer’s
representative — they manage
to acquire statutorily protected
information to which they
have absolutely no right,”
Lammert said in prepared tes-
timony.

Lammert said one data bro-
ker, in a test, obtained the
FBI’s own telephone records,
prompting bureau-wide warn-
ings about the risks to under-
cover agents.

“It is easy to imagine how
this type of data theft can neg-
atively impact ongoing inves-
tigations,” she said.

The AP reported Tuesday
that numerous federal and
local law enforcement agen-
cies have bypassed subpoenas
and warrants designed to pro-
tect civil liberties and gath-
ered phone records from data
brokers, who nearly always
turned over the information
for free.

“There is no compelling
law enforcement need to
obtain confidential records
from Internet data brokers,” a
Miami-Dade police official,
Raul Ubieta, told lawmakers.
Ubieta said a request by a
Miami-Dade detective in July
for cellular phone records was
out of line.

At a related congressional

hearing earlier this week,
David Gandal of Loveland,
Colo., who traces deadbeats
who default on car loans, tes-
tified that he once provided
phone information to an FBI
agent. Gandal also said a
prominent data broker, Jim
Welker of Universal
Communications Co., boasted
to him about working closely
with FBI agents.

Welker, who also appeared
at the hearing, cited his Fifth
Amendment rights against
self-incrimination and
declined to answer questions
from lawmakers.

Lammert said the FBI
agent who worked with
Gandal was inexperienced and
that he was instructed by his
supervisor afterward not to do
it again.

A federal agent who
acknowledged requesting
phone records from data bro-
kers without warrants or sub-
poenas told the AP that he
learned about such services
from FBI investigators, who
vouched for their use. The
agent spoke on condition of
anonymity because he is not
authorized to speak with
reporters.

A senior official with U.S.
Immigration and Customs
Enforcement, Paul Kilcoyne,
acknowledged Thursday at

least four agents in Denver
had requested subscriber
information from data bro-
kers, but an internal investiga-
tion determined that none of
the agents had acted improp-
erly.

“How these people (data
brokers) get the information
has been what is surprising to
us,” said Kilcoyne, the deputy
assistant director for the
investigative services divi-
sion.

The agency has recom-
mended that agents in Denver
not use those data brokers in
the future and is working on
guidelines for making such
requests, Kilcoyne said.

A Drug Enforcement
Administration official, Ava
Cooper Davis, said DEA’s
policies describe only autho-
rized methods for obtaining
telephone records, such as
through subpoenas. A South
Dakota police investigator

assigned to a DEA task force
in Iowa made at least three
requests for phone records
using data brokers, according
to documents obtained by AP.

An assistant police chief in
Austin, Texas, David L.
Carter, told lawmakers his
department was investigating
its officers’ use of data brokers
but said there was no evidence
so far that detectives had done
anything illegal.

SACRAMENTO — Gov. Arnold

Schwarzenegger this week rejected a
request from the Bush administration
to send an additional 1,500 National
Guard troops to the Mexican border,
the governor’s office confirmed
Friday.

The National Guard Bureau, an
arm of the Pentagon, asked for the
troops to fill shortfalls for the mission
in New Mexico and Arizona, two
California National Guard officials
told The Associated Press on Friday.
But Schwarzenegger said the request
would stretch the California guard
too thin if an emergency or disaster
struck.

Schwarzenegger’s communica-
tions director, Adam Mendelsohn,
said the governor felt sending more
troops was an inappropriate burden
on the state and would disrupt the
guard’s training schedule.

The overall deployment for the
border mission would remain at
6,000, the guard officials said, speak-
ing on condition of anonymity
because the request had not been
announced by the military.

White House spokesman Blain K.
Rethmeier said the administration
remained committed to expanding the
border patrol and reaching its targets
of deployment as soon as possible.

“We are reviewing how this deci-
sion by California’s governor may
affect the overall deployment sched-
ule of National Guard troops to the

border,” Rethmeier said in a state-
ment Friday night.

Col. David Baldwin, director of
planning and operations for the
California National Guard, would not
comment when asked about the
request from the Bush administration.
But he said because of the size of the
state’s Guard — which tops 20,000
troops — California is expected to
have an easier time than other border
states filling the request.

“We have one of the largest guards
in the nation. As a result, getting
1,000 volunteers to go on active duty
is not a problem we foresee,”
Baldwin said.

He said the state already has 250
troops on the border and between 400
and 700 of its promised 1,000 troops
on orders to deploy.

“Other states that have smaller
national guards are harder-pressed
and may have to rely on other states,”
he said.

One of the Guard officials who
spoke on the condition of anonymity
said the Pentagon had specifically
asked California to supply troops to
other border states who would volun-
teer for long-term assignments.

National Guard Bureau spokes-
woman Reginald Saville in
Washington declined to comment and
referred questions to the California
National Guard.

The revelation that California had
been asked to supply long-term
forces suggested Bush’s plan to rely

on voluntary deployments from all 50
states may be running into trouble.

Bush had proposed staffing the
deployment largely with troops who
would cycle through the southern
border states for two-week or three-
week assignments. Troops would do
those rotations, the administration
said, in place of their annually sched-
uled training exercises.

According to one of the California
Guard officials, only a handful of
states have signed a document agree-
ing to do so.

Without help from the other states,
Arizona would likely have to deploy
nearly a third of its entire force to the
border to meet the Bush administra-
tion’s quota. California, by compari-
son, has been asked to send less than
5 percent of its force to the border.

A spokeswoman for Texas Gov.
Rick Perry said Friday that the state’s
homeland security director had not
received any requests for additional
troops, on top of the 2,300 that will
be deployed in Texas.

Officials in New Mexico and
Arizona could not immediately be
reached for comment.

Schwarzenegger last month
refused to send the troops in place of
their annual exercises, which the state
must pay a share of. He also refused
to deploy the troops until the admin-
istration signed a document agreeing
to pay 100 percent of the deployment
costs, which could top $1.4 billion
nationally.

Schwarzenegger held out for 17
days after Bush proposed the deploy-
ment — longer than any other border
governor, including Democrat Bill
Richardson of New Mexico.

The governor’s latest decision was
another setback for Bush as he seeks
to stop the flow of illegal immigrants
into the United States while not alien-
ating Hispanic voters in an election
year.

Earlier this week, House
Republicans announced an unusual
series of summer hearings around the
nation on Senate-passed immigration
legislation.

The move appeared designed to
weaken the chances that Congress
will pass the softer Senate immigra-
tion bill Bush wants, which calls for
tougher border enforcement, penal-
ties against employers who hire ille-
gal immigrants, a new guest worker
program and a shot at citizenship for
most of the estimated 12 million who
are in the country illegally.

The governor’s decision was also
unlikely to improve relations between
Bush and Schwarzenegger, as the two
Republicans have clashed on such
policy issues as money for
California’s fragile levees.

Schwarzenegger also has pres-
sured the Bush administration to
commit to a firm end date for the bor-
der deployment. The governor signed
an executive order saying he would
not authorize the deployment beyond
the end of 2008.

Governor rejects request for more troops

Sunni religious leader briefly detained;
two American soldiers killed by bomb

BAGHDAD, Iraq (AP) — American troops detained a top
Sunni religious leader for a few hours after a raid seeking terror
suspects Saturday, while a bomb killed two U.S. soldiers
patrolling south of Baghdad during a mammoth military opera-
tion trying to secure the capital region.

The slayings, along with the announcement of the deaths of
two U.S. soldiers Friday, raised the week’s toll to 16 Americans
killed and underscored the dangers of the security campaign in
Baghdad.

The arrest of Sheik Jamal al-Din Abdul Karim al-Dabban
drew sharp protests from Sunni Arabs and was an embarrass-
ment for Iraq’s Shiite prime minister on the eve of his presenta-
tion of a reconciliation plan aimed at drawing the disaffected
Sunni minority into the political process.

The influential Sunni Association of Muslim Scholars said
al-Dabban was arrested with three of his sons at about 5 a.m. in
Tikrit, hometown of former leader Saddam Hussein. The cleric
was released about seven hours later after protests, Tikrit Gov.
Hamad Humoud al-Qaisi said.

The U.S. military said it detained five people during a raid in
the Tikrit area, 80 miles north of Baghdad, and later realized
one was a senior religious leader, who was released.

Returning Guardsmen say Iraq
a minute-by-minute struggle 

HATTIESBURG, Miss. (AP) — They are returning home
with a sense of accomplishment, but also with feelings of anger
and frustration, even despair.

They speak proudly about building up the Iraqi security
force, restoring electricity and watching Iraqis walk miles to
vote.

But they wonder whether it will be enough to secure Iraq’s
future, and at times, express bitterness toward the people they
wanted to help.

“They’re using our good will, our good-nature policy against
us,” says Sgt. Bobby Walls, a 38-year-old Pennsylvania
National Guard member. “The fact that we fight as the good
guys sometimes turns around and kicks us in the can, you
know?”

Such are the swirling emotions for troops returning home
from Iraq. Among the most recent of those returnees are mem-
bers of the largest contingent of Pennsylvania National Guard
troops deployed to a combat zone since World War II.

Critics of mass detentions of immigrants
dismayed by push to expand system

NEW YORK (AP) — The sweeping immigration bills in
Congress would add many thousands of beds to the patchwork
network of detention facilities that hold illegal immigrants and
asylum-seekers — places that critics say are over-costly and
under-regulated.

Already, activists say, far too many nonthreatening people
are held for too long in demoralizing conditions.

“I’m not against homeland security,” said Edward Neepaye,
a pastor and human-rights campaigner from Liberia who was
detained in New Jersey for four months. “But the greatest

nation on earth must come up with a remedy that accords immi-
grants some respect, rather than throwing them in jail like ani-
mals.”

On any given day, the system overseen by U.S. Immigration
and Customs Enforcement detains about 21,000 people — most
for a few weeks, some for years. Some, like Neepaye, are asy-
lum seekers; others are illegal immigrants or foreigners who
had U.S. residence cards but face deportation because of run-ins
with the law.

More than 200,000 people are detained over the course of a
year in any of three types of facilities — eight run by ICE itself,
six run by for-profit companies that are eager for more business,
and 312 county and municipal jails that have won lucrative fed-
eral contracts and hold about 57 percent of the detainees.
Advocacy groups call it a hodgepodge system that is expensive
and difficult to monitor.

Patsy Ramsey, mother of slain JonBenet
Ramsey, dies at 49 of ovarian cancer

(AP) – Patsy Ramsey, who was thrust into the national spot-
light by the unsolved 1996 slaying of her daughter, 6-year-old
beauty pageant contestant JonBenet, died Saturday following a
long battle with ovarian cancer, her lawyer said. She was 49.

Ramsey was diagnosed with the disease in 1993 and suffered
a recurrence several years ago, attorney L. Lin Wood said. She
died at her father’s home in Roswell, Ga., a suburb of Atlanta,
with her husband, John, at her bedside.

“It is not unexpected but it is a sad day,” Wood told The
Associated Press.

JonBenet was found beaten and strangled in the basement of
the family’s home in Boulder, Colo., on Dec. 26, 1996.

Patsy Ramsey said she found a ransom note on the back stair-
case demanding $118,000 for the safe return of JonBenet. John
Ramsey said he found his daughter’s body in a basement room
eight hours later.

Attempt to shoot down N. Korean missile
would be high-stakes move by U.S.

TAIPEI, Taiwan (AP) — Many Asian nations would cheer if
the Americans shot down a long-range missile tested by North
Korea, but a failure would raise unsettling questions for allies
that rely on the U.S. military umbrella.

The response to North Korea is being watched by U.S. allies
as a barometer of how committed Washington is to protecting
them. Some already worry the drawn-out conflict in Iraq may
make the United States wary of getting involved in other for-
eign conflicts.

The U.S. government has said it is relying on diplomacy to
head off the suspected test, but there has been speculation it
might use its fledgling missile defense system. The Taepodong-
2 is believed capable of reaching the American mainland, which
is troubling for U.S. officials because North Korea claims to
have nuclear weapons.

If the U.S. shot down the missile, “the Japanese would see it
as proof that the Japan-U.S. alliance is reliable, and feel confi-
dent that the United States will come to the rescue,” said
Takehiko Yamamoto, international politics professor at Waseda
University in Tokyo.

A successful strike would also lead to more calls for a
stronger U.S.-Japan security alliance, he said.

Somali Islamic militia names suspected
al-Qaida collaborator as new leader

MOGADISHU, Somalia (AP) — A fundamentalist Muslim
who is listed by the U.S. State Department as a suspected al-
Qaida collaborator was named Saturday as the new leader of an
Islamic militia that has seized control of Somalia’s capital.

The militia, which changed its name Saturday from the
Islamic Courts Union to the Conservative Council of Islamic
Courts, said in a statement it had appointed Sheikh Hassan
Dahir Aweys as its new leader. The Bush administration says
Aweys was an associate of Osama bin Laden in the early 1990s.

The Islamic militia seized control of the capital Mogadishu
and much of southern Somalia from an alliance of warlords ear-
lier this month. Aweys’ appointment makes it unlikely that the
increasingly powerful militia will govern using the moderate
brand of Islam practiced by most Somalis.

The move is also likely to stoke Washington’s long-standing
fears that the chaotic east African nation will become a staging
ground for terrorist attacks much like Afghanistan did in the
1990s.

Aweys appeared on a list of individuals and organizations
accused of having ties to terrorism which was released by the
United States after the Sept. 11 attacks. A conservative Somali
group called al-Itihaad al-Islaami and its founder, Aweys, were
featured for their alleged links to bin Laden while the al-Qaida
leader was living in Sudan in the early 1990s.

Hubble’s main camera stops working;
engineers trying to determine cause

BALTIMORE (AP) — The main camera on the Hubble
Space Telescope, which has revolutionized astronomy with its
stunning pictures of the universe, has stopped working, an
instrument specialist who works with the camera said Saturday.

The Advanced Camera for Surveys, a third-generation instru-
ment installed by a space shuttle crew in 2002, went off line
Monday, and engineers are still trying to figure out what hap-
pened and how to repair it.

“It’s still off line today,” Max Mutchler, an instruments spe-
cialist at the Space Telescope Science Institute in Baltimore,
said Saturday.

Engineers are hopeful the problem can be fixed, said Ed
Campion, a NASA spokesman at Goddard Space Flight Center
outside Baltimore, which is responsible for managing the
Hubble.

A bad transistor could be causing the trouble, Campion said.
If so, a backup could be used. Another suspicion is that some of
the camera’s memory was disturbed by a cosmic event. That
could be fixed by reloading the memory.

Producer Aaron Spelling dies at 83; 
was master of ‘jiggle,’ master of TV

NEW YORK (AP) — If viewers still identify Aaron Spelling
with starlets whose brassieres didn’t fully rein them in, that
might say as much about the viewers as it does about him.

The fact is, once upon a time the audience was eager to watch
those “three little girls who went to the police academy” fight
crime with a jiggle and a wink. In 1976, “Charlie’s Angels”
became an instant hit. All Spelling had to do was come up with
it.

Same as he did with dozens upon dozens of other TV projects
of a dizzying variety spanning a half-century.

Consider a recent pair of long-running series he produced for
The WB: a show about witches (“Charmed”) and a show about
a Protestant priest (“7th Heaven”). That enough variety for you?

Sure, Spelling can be simply defined. But not just as the
architect of “jiggle TV,” or as a partner with Mike Nichols on
the much-honored drama “Family” (1976-80), or as the real
captain of “The Love Boat” (1977-86), or as the innovator who
made groundbreaking TV films about AIDS, anorexia and
nuclear war, or as the doting dad who sprang Tori Spelling on
the world as one among a crop of teen idols on “Beverly Hills
90210” (1990-2000).

We direct the remainder of this message
to those who have been trespassing on
remote Tribal lands for illegal purposes.
The Tribal Council and the Tribal
Community are no longer going to tolerate
abuse and occupation of our historical lands,
destruction of our natural resources, endan-
germent of our community members and
visitors, or intimidation by non-Native
and/or foreign entities.  We are directing
every agency and resource at our disposal
towards the immediate dismantling and
removal of any commercial drug-trafficking
operation of any sort occupying our sover-
eign territory, including the investigation,
arrest, and prosecution of anyone who sup-
ports, conceals, or finances any such opera-
tion. We are taking a stand to protect our
people and secure our boundaries.  We will
not rest until those responsible are dealt
with.

Let’s look at immigration to America
from a historical perspective. We are all
immigrants in this hemisphere; some of
us beat others by 15,000 years or so, but
our ancestors came here from somewhere
else, all of us. I contend that immigration
is one of the fundamental things that have
made America what it is today. 

Most immigrants came here looking
over their shoulder at where they came
from. That view has given them an incen-
tive to make a better life. Successive
waves of immigrants have used that ener-
gy to make a new life for their family.
(Some of our immigration was not so
pretty; it happened under a system that
allowed slavery; we still struggle today to
make it right.) But the results of the
application of that energy give our cities,
states and country an economic boost that
has made the U.S.A. the powerhouse it
has become. The economic gain of the
U.S. over the last 200 years can be seen
as owing in part to this energy. Who
knows why those we refer to as Native
Americans came here? But obviously it
was better here than there. One of my
great, great, great, etc. grandfathers came
here to escape religious and economic
oppression and fought the British in the
American Revolution; that was his rea-
son. Many of my friends have come from
Mexico where they had no hope for the
future either. Here, no matter how bad it
begins, there is hope that one’s children

will do better and the grandchildren will
be the real beneficiaries. At least that’s
the way it has worked so far. 

This is really an economic issue. If
you talk to most immigrants you will find
that a majority came here for the eco-
nomic opportunities that were not avail-
able in their home country. So this type of
immigration will not cease until there is a
better economic picture in the countries
of origin. Unfortunately NAFTA makes
this problem worse because, for example,
industrial corn produced by agribusiness
in the U.S. can sell for less money in the
rural towns of Mexico than it costs to
produce it there, so small farmers cannot
support themselves. Witness the number
here of speakers of dialects indigenous to
Mexico. Part of the solution to our immi-
gration problems begins with internation-
al macroeconomic issues. The current
immigration issue comes down to recog-
nizing that, for a myriad of reasons, it has
benefited us to have undocumented
workers here.

It seems to me that we should be talk-
ing about correcting the problem. For a

great majority of the “illegals,” the only
laws they have broken are those related to
being here without “papers,” driving
without the license they are prohibited
from having, for example. In all other
aspects many have obeyed the laws; if
they don’t, they should be punished and,
depending on the offense, invited to go
home. But we should not throw the baby
out with the bath water by deporting all
those who are here without documents.
We should address this issue now. 

In my view the solution lies in allow-
ing a path to legality through a program
of being a “guest worker,” then a legiti-
mate green card holder with the possibil-
ity of eventual citizenship. This would
provide justice for those who have
behaved properly. Like under the current
immigration laws, there could be a
screening process to weed out those who
have not contributed to society. The costs
of such a program could be borne by
those who benefit, just like becoming a
citizen today. To stop the undocumented
workers from continuing to flood the bor-
ders, we’d have to register all workers in
one data bank that could be easily cross-
checked. The Social Security number
comes to mind. If your Social Security
number is no good, no job, period. For
the squeamish, let’s face the fact that
we’re all on many databases already. Just
look at what our government is doing

In 1988, the case of Carol Star Russell came
before the Court of Appeals of Georgia.  Ms.
Russell had been convicted of committing a
number of acts of vandalism against her former
fiancé a man named David Roberson.

According to the Judge Braswell Deen, the
end to the Russell-Roberson relationship “dra-
matically illustrate the stark truth underlying
the poetic adage, ‘...Hell [has no] fury like a
woman scorned.’”  He explained that Ms.
Russell “believed ‘diamonds are a girl’s best
friend’ if and only if they are bought at Tiffany
or Maier & Berkele” and that she had
“expressed in explicit terms her disdain for the
engagement and wedding rings which he
[Roberson] had proposed buying for her at Kay
Jewelers.”

Roberson broke their engagement and short-
ly thereafter “met and subsequently married
another young lady, Tammy, whose taste in
jewelry was apparently not so elevated.”
Deen’s opinion does not reveal the source of
these details.  While one can assume that they
came out in the testimony at Ms. Russell’s trial,
it seems odd that the trial judge would have lis-
tened to this kind of evidence.

Six weeks after the couple’s wedding,
Tammy was at work when she received a
phone call from Ms. Russell, who said that she

was at Tammy’s home in bed with David.  She
also supposedly threatened to kill Tammy.
Realizing that her work phone number was not
available in a directory, but that it was listed in
her personal address book, Tammy called the
police and reported a possible burglary.

The police arrived at Tammy and David’s
house where Tammy also arrived just in time to
see Russell’s car.  The police followed Russell,
and later arrested her.

Meanwhile, in the house Tammy found that
her waterbed had been slashed in several
places, and floating in the water from the bed
was her broken wedding crystal.  Her address
book, her wedding pictures, and the receipts
from her wedding and engagement rings were
missing.  Judge Deen thought it helpful to add
that, “The record does not reveal whether
Tammy’s rings were purchased from the pur-
veyors expressly preferred by [Russell] or were
of a less prestigious provenance.”

In Russell’s possession, the police found the
missing address book, and among other items,
a pair of scissors, a knife, a pair of gloves, and
two Bibles.  Deen also commented, “The
record is silent as to the ownership of the latter
two items.”

The rest of the main opinion is a fairly quick
statement that the evidence was sufficient to
convict Ms. Russell.  The only minor issue he
resolved was that the evidence was sufficient
to prove the value of the stolen or damaged
property.

One of the other two judges who voted to
uphold Russell’s conviction added a short
opinion of his own.  Speaking for both himself
and his colleague, this judge said that while he
agreed that the conviction should be upheld, he
could not join Judge Deen’s opinion because it
was written with humor.  “The case is certain-
ly not funny to the litigants.  I concur in the
judgment only.”

Russell’s lawyer asked  the court to recon-
sider its ruling.  (He lawyer might have noticed
the comments in the concurring judges’ state-
ment, because his request for reconsideration
also complained about the humorous style of
the original opinion.)

This gave Deen the chance to defend his
actions, both to the other judges and Russell’s

lawyer.  And he took almost as much space as
he had in the original opinion to write an essay
on “Colorful Quotes and Language of Levity”
in judicial opinion-writing.

Writing funny opinions, he said, is an anti-
dote to what he quoted from other sources as
“the abhorrent judicial ailment known as the
‘divinity virus.’”  He said that this has also
been referred to as “black-robe-itis” or, as
another Georgia judge had said, “A judge is
almost of necessity surrounded by people who
keep telling him what a wonderful fellow he is,
and if he once begins to believe it, he is a lost
soul.”

Deen’s parting shot was at the comments in
the original concurring opinion.  He com-
plained about the increasing tendency of
judges to concur in the result but not the rea-
soning of the main opinion in a case and con-
cluded that such short shrift treatment “’cer-
tainly is not funny to the litigants,’ and bodes
ill to serious appellate review of cases.”  And
then, in true judicial fashion, Deen spooled out
a lengthy list of prior Georgia opinions marked
with some kind of humor.

A judge’s (or lawyer’s) first, last, and every
instinct is apparently to cite precedent.

Consider this innocent thought from a
wise man who lived two hundred years
ago…“How can you buy or sell the sky,
the warmth of the land? The idea is
strange to us. If we do not own the fresh-
ness of the air and the sparkle of the
water, how can you buy them?” 

Chief Seattle and many ancient cul-
tures could not fathom owning such basic
elements of life as the air they breathed,
the fire that sustained life, the earth they
revered or its flow of water. All four were
necessary to every life form. 

Earth’s descendants have discovered
how complex sustaining life can
become…especially with the added ele-
ments of man’s greed and power. Hard to
blame the early settlers – they usually set
up villages near water and used only what
they needed. It’s taken many years, but
people have been continuing to settle
where there are not enough resources to
sustain large developments. Instead of
finding a home near water, our culture
has spent millions bringing the water to
us or pumping it from deep out of the
earth.

Plus, we have left an ugly trail in our
wake, decimating or polluting much of
earth’s natural resources in addition to
having to purchase our essential ele-
ments. What if you can’t afford the price?
Too bad. 

It is good – and I think Chief Seattle
would have agreed, that we should pay
something or lift a hand to maintain the
quality and availability of our air, trees,
land and fresh water, to be good stewards
of each. But, more and more, we find our
water resources being rounded up, sur-
veyed and distributed by modern compa-
nies needing to turn a profit rather than
provide for life. 

Is water guaranteed for each country’s
citizens? Some constitutions actually do,
our California State Constitution, for one.
We are to pay only for water treatment
and access. How can we know this is true
when dealing with a private business?
Therein lies the rub… 

Water has become a hot commodity,
more valuable than gold – and that should
worry us. Those seeking “liquid gold”
wealth are arriving in the form of huge,
multinational corporations. The corporate
giants include US Filter, a subsidiary of
Veolia Environnement, a mammoth
French conglomerate; and Azurix, a for-
mer subsidiary of Enron. Azurix has
since been bought by U.S. market leader
American Water Works, which itself was
acquired by the highly-indebted German
energy corporation RWE, parent of
British water giant Thames Water. We’re
paying Europeans to use our own
water…think about it. 

A very complicated political battle has
been waged in the city of Stockton. OMI-
Thames, a joint venture between Denver-
based OMI, Inc. and Thames Water tried
to take over the operation and mainte-
nance of the city of Stockton’s water util-
ities. Petitions and campaigns attempted
to bring water rights back to the public.
Finally, the Attorney General stepped in
to support the Concerned Citizens
Coalition’s case, which is still pending in
the courts. This case was featured at the
2006 Water Law Symposium held in San
Francisco this spring. It’s hard to fight the
big guys. 

In recent years, these conglomerates
and their subsidiaries have been buying
water utilities in other California cities.
Financially-strapped local governments
find it appealing at first, but then try to
negotiate out of their deals after discover-
ing Thames’ record of drastic rate hikes,
financial mismanagement and major pol-
lution at its water utilities in Britain,
Australia, Indonesia, and Ohio and
Connecticut. Well, what can we

say…they need to generate profit. 
Remember the Alaskan entrepreneur

who wanted to ship water from Gualala
and Albion Rivers here on the North
Coast down to Southern California in
football field-sized plastic bags? He re-
surfaced with his company, Aqueous
Corp, to try for “excess” Mad River
water a couple of years ago, but has been
stymied by organizations like the Sierra
Club, the Alliance for Democracy and
Public Citizen. You can get updates on
these situations by checking the North
Coast Water Network at  www.north-
coastwaternetwork.org/. 

Logic tells us that a major change can
be affected in California’s various water
crises by more conservation efforts on
our part. That topic is too extensive to
even begin to address here. But, we all
know it’s true. 

Of course, this is not just California’s
problem…the World Water Forum held
in Mexico City last April attempted to
address many troubled water topics
(online at worldwaterforum.org).
Corporations were involved to a huge
extent, but organizations like Indigenous
Environmental Network (IEN) expressed
opposition, saying corporations see water
as a commodity to be sold and traded on
the open market. Tom Goldtooth, IEN
Director, explained, ''They have no envi-
ronmental ethics and have no understand-
ing of the sacredness of water.'' Chief
Seattle would be pleased. 

Just like we saw in the electricity
deregulation, when a private company
owns the resource, there is less incentive
to conserve. In fact, we may feel encour-
aged to increase our consumption! If we
can pay our water bill, we keep turning
on the faucets. Face it – we like green.
Green grass, green plants, green money.
It’s hard to visualize a world without
green. Maybe we should.

Giants avoid
loss with last
inning heroics

SAN FRANCISCO — Ray Durham went to the plate
intending to put down a sacrifice bunt. Instead, he put the
ball into the seats.

Just another crazy ninth inning in the Bay Bridge Series
— and another come-from-behind win for the San

Durham hit a game-winning three-run homer onto the
arcade atop the right-field wall, and the Giants overcame a
five-run deficit for an 8-7 victory over the Oakland
Athletics on Saturday.

He
couldn’t come up with one: It was the veteran second base-
man’s first walk-off shot in the majors.

“It was huge for me,” Durham said. “They walked
Barry twice. My job is to protect him, to come through like
I did. When I hit it, I thought it was off the wall, and it kind
of kept going up. It was an overwhelming feeling.”

Mark Sweeney led off the ninth with a single, and
Bonds drew his third walk of the day. Two pitches earlier,
Durham failed to get down a bunt to move Bonds and
Mark Sweeney into scoring position.

So he took out his frustrations on a hanging slider from
Street, who was left with his own frustration when
Durham’s high fly creeped into the elevated stands in right.

“That situation is a tricky situation,” Street said. “I was
trying to go after Barry, but I was just missing. ... I just did-
n’t do what I’d been doing, which is going after people.”

Tim Worrell (3-2) pitched the ninth for San Francisco.

Bonds’ shot over the center-field wall for a two-run homer
gave the Giants a 2-1 lead. It was home run No. 11 of the sea-
son for Bonds, and No. 719 of his career.

Agassi will retire after U.S. Open

WIMBLEDON, England — Andre
Agassi will retire after this year’s U.S.
Open, leaving tennis after two decades
during which he collected a career Grand
Slam and morphed from “Image Is
Everything” brashness to elder states-
man.

The 36-year-old American announced
his plans Saturday during a news confer-
ence at the All England Club, where
Wimbledon starts Monday and he is
seeded 25th.

“It’s been a lot of sacrifices the last
few months, trying to get myself right to
come back here and enjoy this tourna-
ment for the last time,” said Agassi, who
has played only one match during the
past three months because of back trou-
ble.

“It’s been a long road this year for me,
and for a lot of reasons. It’s great to be
here. This Wimbledon will be my last,
and the U.S. Open will be my last tourna-
ment.”

He intends to play in four hard-court
events in the United States between
Wimbledon and the Open, in what will
amount to a farewell tour for one of the
most popular and successful tennis play-
ers in history.

“There’s still a lot of fight left in me
from here through the Open,” he said.

Agassi has won eight major singles
titles — one each at Wimbledon and the
French Open, two at the U.S. Open and

four at the Australian Open — and is one
of only five men to have collected at least
one championship at each of the Grand
Slam tournaments.

All this from someone who was, infa-
mously, more about style than substance
at the start of his career, drawing atten-
tion for his denim shorts, Day-Glo head-
band, long hair and earring. And it was all
encapsulated by his “Image Is
Everything” ad campaign for a camera
company. There also was plenty of inter-
est in his two-year marriage to actress
Brooke Shields and his friendship with
Barbra Streisand.

At one point, he went through a series
of injuries and a dry spell so dismal that
he dropped out of the top 100 in the rank-
ings and resorted to playing on the minor
league Challenger tour.

Then came his remarkable renais-
sance, built in part with the most rigorous
of training regimens. In 1998, he made
the biggest one-year jump into the top 10
in the history of the ATP Tour by moving
up 122 spots to No. 6. The next year, he
won the French Open to complete his
career Slam.

“The day I won in Paris was the day I
knew I would never have another regret
the rest of my career,” he said Saturday.

Agassi married former tennis star
Steffi Graf in 2001, and they have two
children.

Ranked No. 1 as recently as 2003, the
oldest man to hold the top spot, he made
a stirring run to the U.S. Open final last

year, the seventh time he was the runner-
up at a Grand Slam.

“After the U.S. Open last year, I had a
lot of reasons to be motivated to shoot for
another successful year, but for many rea-
sons that hasn’t been the case, and I want-
ed to do everything I could just to get
back here,” said Agassi, who missed
Wimbledon the past two years because of
injuries. “And this is where it started for
me, my dreams.”

His first major championship came in
1992 at the All England Club, far from
his favorite tournament early in his
career. After a 1987 first-round loss, he
didn’t return until 1991.

At the time, one of his justifications
was his belief that his outlandish persona
and bright outfits were a poor fit for this
most traditional of tournaments. Another
was that he deemed grass courts better
suited to grazing than groundstrokes.

But he changed his mind, beat Goran
Ivanisevic in the 1992 Wimbledon final,
and credits that victory with changing the
course of his career.

“It’s like it was yesterday, 14 years
ago. I imagine it’s that way when your
child goes off to college. You say, ’What
the heck happened in all these years?’ It
feels like yesterday for me, as vivid, as
alive as ever.”

Which is why he chose this setting to
deliver the news of his farewell.

“There’s been a lot of challenges,”
Agassi said, “but it’s been 20, 21 years of
incredible, incredible memories.”

There, in this world, no shortage of
fools. And some of them will bet against
Leon Powe.

They will measure his height at 6-foot-
7 and say he’s not tall enough to play
power forward in the NBA.

They will judge his feet too slow, his
shot neither smooth nor sure enough.

All of which misses the point with
Powe. He made himself available for
Wednesday’s NBA draft because there
was nothing to be gained by playing
another season at Cal. And because, yes,
he likes the idea of money. But there also
is this need to represent. He’s determined
to represent himself, the people close to
him and his city.

Don’t underestimate any of these
influences, particularly the last one.

The list of those who have gone from
Oakland high school sports to the NBA is
long and illustrious. It’s a chain that
began in 1948 with Jim Pollard and
includes Bill Russell, Paul Silas, Cliff
Robinson, Lester Conner, Brian Shaw,
Gary Payton, Greg Foster and Antonio
Davis. The chain is unbroken over 58
years.

But it’s fragile now. Skyline’s Payton
and McClymonds’ Davis are the only two
active NBA players with Oakland badges
tattooed to their souls. Ask where they
found their games, they’ll tell you, in a
heartbeat, Oakland.

Payton and Davis, 20 years removed
from the OAL, turn 38 this year. They are
among the oldest players in the NBA.

Powe, an Oakland Tech graduate, is
the next link.

When Powe feels especially chal-
lenged, he summons the lessons learned
on the streets and courts of Oakland.
When he takes his game to another level,
as he did in the Pacific-10 Conference
Tournament in March, he shares credit
with the city that helped shape his char-
acter.

“Had to show ‘em what Oakland was
about.’’

There is a legacy to protect, a reputa-
tion to maintain. As Payton and Davis
inch toward retirement, only Powe stands
as Oakland’s next hope.

Which brings us to the lingering ques-
tions regarding Powe’s ability to perform

in the league. Two words: He can.
Yet Leon is not considered a can’t-

miss NBA prospect. Draft analysts are
varied in their assessments, projecting
him to be taken as high as the middle of
the first round and as low as late in the
second.

Which is to say Powe is about where
Davis was when he came out of UTEP 16
years ago. Davis, who measured 6-8, was
considered a very good athlete, an ade-
quate rebounder, with limited offensive
skills and a questionable feel for the
game. Taken in the second round by
Indiana, he spent three seasons overseas
before returning to the NBA. He became
a starter and an All-Star.

While Antonio was more fluid and had
serious hops, Powe’s knee troubles have
taken away some of his lift. But Leon is a
better rebounder, a better ball-handler
and considerably stronger.

Here’s something Powe has in com-
mon with Davis: utter ferocity.

Davis earned his way by being coura-
geous and relentless. By doing a credible
job defending bigger men, such as 7-foot
Knicks center Patrick Ewing. And by dis-
playing solid character. Davis assumed a
number of leadership roles around the
league and is one of its most respected
players.

Powe is capable of taking a similar
path. He’s a dogged competitor with the
utmost confidence in his ability.
Moreover, he brings a palpable intensity.
It’s evident how much the game means to
him.

Most of the doubts about Powe are
related to his having undergone two
major knee surgeries. Though specialists
have consistently pronounced him com-
pletely healthy, NBA teams are nervous
about making a major financial commit-
ment to someone with imperfect X-rays.

But here’s something to consider.
Powe’s intangibles are as impressive as
anybody in this draft. There are no ques-
tions about his “motor,’’ no questions
about his love of the game, no questions
about his willingness to do whatever it
takes to realize his dream.

His father left when he was 2. He
mother fought a multitude of demons,
resulting in Leon shuttling through foster
homes. Reunited with his mother, the
family was, for a while, one level above
homelessness after his brother acciden-
tally set fire to their apartment.

When his mother died three years ago,
Leon shed his tears. Then he manned up.

Those who say he’s not tall enough
should remember power forward Larry
Johnson, at least an inch shorter, was the
No. 1 overall pick in 1991.

Those who say Powe’s feet aren’t
quick enough should know that Keith
Van Horn, a lottery pick in 1997, has the
lateral movement of peach tree.

As for those who doubt Powe’s shot,
have they ever seen Marcus Fizer, a lot-
tery pick in 2000, ever make a jumper?

So don’t fret over Powe’s future.
Given what he has overcome, the place
he calls home and the forces he repre-
sents, he should never be counted out.

He’s an Oakland kid. Bet on the chain
remaining unbroken.

Curtis nears first win since 2003

POTOMAC, Md. — Ben
Curtis moved closer to his
first title since the 2003
British Open, shooting a 4-
under-par 67 Saturday that
gave him a five-stroke lead
after three rounds at the Booz
Allen Classic.

His rounds of 62, 65 and 67
put him at 19-under 213, tying
the tournament record through
54 holes. His shot of the day
was an approach that landed a
foot from the pin at No. 5, set-
ting up his second birdie of
the day.

Brett Quigley shot at 67 to
put him at 14 under. 1996
champion Steve Stricker (66)

and Sweden’s Daniel Chopra
(67) are seven strokes off the
lead. Nick O’Hern shot a 64
for the second straight day to
move to 11 under, where he
and Jeff Gove are in a five-
way tie for fifth.

Barring a collapse Sunday,
Curtis is set to show that his
triumph at Royal St. George’s
three years ago was no aberra-
tion. Then he was a rookie
who became the first player in
90 years to win a major on his
first try and was the beneficia-
ry of a four-hole meltdown by
Thomas Bjorn.

This week, he’s been play-
ing with the pressure of player
in the lead from the opening
round and with something to

prove, especially considering
he’s made the cut in fewer
than half his tournaments
since pulling his stunning
upset.

While playing partners Jose
Coceres and Gove fell apart
early, Curtis hardly hit a way-
ward shot to build his lead
over Quigley on another day
of ideal conditions at the TPC
at Avenel. Curtis made every
green in regulation — even
after landing in a fairway
bunker at No. 18 — and
picked up strokes with three
consecutive birdies on the
front nine and one more on the
back nine in a bogey-free
round.

Curtis also finished the day

with plenty of time to relax
and mull strategy for Sunday.
With thunderstorms forecast,
play began early Saturday —
threesomes on both tees start-
ing a 7 a.m. and leaders teeing
off at 9 a.m. Even though the
pace was arduously slow —
Curtis’ round took more than
five hours — all the golf was
completed without any rain.
That made the decision to
allow the golfers to lift, clean
and place balls on the fairway
seem extremely generous.

Unable to take advantage
of the conditions were
Coceres and Gove. Coceres
started the day one shot off the
lead, and Gove began three
back.

COLLEGE WORLD SERIES

OMAHA, Neb. — Chad
Flack hit a leadoff triple and
rumbled home to score the go-
ahead run on a passed ball in
the eighth inning, leading
North Carolina to a 4-3 victo-
ry over Oregon State in the
opening game of the College
World Series championship
round Saturday night.

The Tar Heels (54-13) need
to beat the Beavers (48-16)
once more in the best-of-three
series for their first national
title in baseball.

With the game tied at 3 in
the eighth, Flack hit a hard
liner into the right-field corner
and slid into third with a
triple.

With Jay Cox at the plate,
reliever Joe Paterson threw an
inside pitch that tipped off
catcher Mitch Canham’s mitt
and rolled to the backstop.

Flack, 6-foot-3 and 215
pounds, took off for home as
Canham recovered the ball
and tossed it to Paterson at the
plate — but Flack slid head-
first ahead of the tag.

In the ninth, reliever
Jonathan Hovis (8-2) issued a
leadoff walk to Chris Kunda,
but Andrew Carignan came on
after Canham’s sacrifice and
struck out Darwin Barney and
John Wallace for his 15th
save.

The Tar Heels are trying to

become the first Atlantic
Coast Conference team to win
the College World Series
since Wake Forest in 1955.

Paterson (1-1), who came
on in relief of starter Dallas
Buck, took the loss for
Oregon State.

Oregon State took a 3-2
lead in the sixth on Cole
Gillespie’s two-run homer off
starter Andrew Miller.
Wallace hit a leadoff single
and moved to third when the
lanky lefty’s pickoff attempt
went past Flack at first base
and into the Beavers’ bullpen
in right field. 

Gillespie reached out and
hit a 1-2 pitch from Miller
over the right-field wall —
just before drenching rains
delayed the game for 1 hour
and 11 minutes. 

When play resumed, Matt
Danford came out for North
Carolina in relief of Miller
and walked two batters before
getting out of the inning.

Buck came out for the
Beavers in the sixth, and got
into trouble by giving up con-
secutive singles to Flack and
Cox. He got Tim Federowicz
to ground into a double play,
but Seth Williams followed
with an RBI to tie it at 3.

Buck slapped his mitt
against the ground and walked
off the mound in frustration. 

Buck regained his compo-
sure and got Benji Johnson to

ground out.
The Tar Heels scored twice

with two outs in the opening
inning. Josh Horton drew a
walk and went to third on
Flack’s single past a diving
Shea McFeely at third base.
Cox followed with a run-scor-
ing single, and Federowicz
blooped a single in front of
center fielder Tyler Graham.

Oregon State got on the
scoreboard against Miller in
the third, thanks in part to an
overly aggressive North
Carolina fan. 

Kunda led off the inning
with a liner to left-center that
a shirtless fan — whose hair
was colored Carolina powder
blue — touched with his glove
while apparently reaching
over the wall before left field-
er Cox could get to it.

It deflected off the glove of
the young fan, Tyson
Cunningham of Syracuse,
Utah, and into the hands of an
Oregon State fan, Casey Hill
from West Point, Utah.

Left-field ump John Kleis
put up two fingers to signal
two bases before consulting
with the other umpires, who
ruled it a double. Oregon State
coach Pat Casey came out to
argue that the ball should have
been ruled a homer to no
avail.

Canham followed with a
bunt single, and Barney’s fly-
out to left made it 2-1.

Tar Heels go up 1-0 much of an impression on
Wishart, McGinn was con-
vinced they didn’t like him at
all.

That’s no surprise, given
the Sharks’ track record of
secrecy before draft day.
Devin Setoguchi, last year’s
first-round pick, was stunned
when San Jose called his
name, as was 2001 top pick
Marcel Goc.

And trading up for the pick
also fit the profile: San Jose
moved up in the previous two
drafts as well. The Sharks
traded the 20th and 53rd over-
all selections this season to the
Montreal Canadiens for the
No. 16 pick.

“When they traded up, I
didn’t think they were going
to pick me, but when they did,
I was glad,” Wishart said after

speaking with Sharks general
manager Doug Wilson. “It’s
definitely a great honor, espe-
cially (to be picked by) some-
one who played the game like
(Wilson) did.”

Wishart, who just turned 18
last month, had five goals and
32 assists in 70 games with
the Prince George Cougars
last season. Though he has
been praised for his skating
and stickwork, he knows he
must get tougher next season
in juniors, and the Sharks
expect his physical play to
improve as he matures physi-
cally and mentally.

“He’s got a good reach and
a good length to his game,”
said Tim Burke, the Sharks’
director of amateur scouting.
“We’re going to put some
weight on him.”

The Columbus Blue
Jackets got the Sharks’ picks
at No. 85 and No. 113 this sea-
son and a second-rounder next
year, and the Sharks got the

17-year-old McGinn, who had
26 goals and 31 assists in 65
games last season.

McGinn’s predraft discus-
sion with the Sharks seemed
to center only on the weak-
nesses in his game, which is
why the left wing relaxed
right before he was picked —
because he was sure the
Sharks weren’t interested.

But McGinn quickly
warmed to the idea. Derek
Joslin, the Sharks’ fifth-round
pick last year and a teammate
in Ottawa, said nothing but
good things about San Jose
last season.

“I’m a hard-nosed guy, like
a power forward,” McGinn
said. “I can put the puck in the
net. I’ll be crashing and bang-
ing all game. (The Sharks) did
talk to me. I just didn’t get the
vibe that they were very inter-
ested or not. I think they real-
ly put me to the test in the
interview to see if I was a
mentally tough person.”

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today. Then we can get a han-
dle on immigration. But if we
build 12-foot walls, we’ll
inadvertently build a market
for 15-foot ladders. 

We need to address this
problem at the point where it
exists and that is in the market
place. Until employers are
obliged and enabled to quick-
ly and easily check one’s
work status, there will be a
market for undocumented
workers. That’s what went
wrong after Amnesty in the
early 1980s. It has been easy
for employers and employees
to get around the system. But
these workers want to work
and often they get more done
in less time than many legal
ones. They are willing to do
what those born here are not.
That economic benefit has not
been lost on employers. They
know on which side their
bread is buttered. 

So let’s recognize this
immigration thing for the eco-
nomic issue it is. Let’s bite the
bullet and put a stop to undoc-
umented workers’ incentive to
come here by allowing a cen-
tral database to quickly and
easily identify us as workers,
everyone. That would most
easily be done with the social
security number. And we
should help other countries to
grow economies that will give
incentives for people to have
an economic future in their
own country. But then let’s be
just and offer a pathway for
those documentally chal-
lenged workers who have
been paying taxes and behav-
ing themselves to become a
part of a political and eco-
nomic system, which to date
has admired by many all over
the world. These views are my
own personal opinion and do
not reflect those for whom I
work now nor have worked in
the past.

Park signs wrong in Spanish
To the Editor:

In Mendocino County we are surrounded
by an amazing nature with beautiful land-
scapes, different kind of birds and other small
animals, we proudly enjoy the outdoors, the
different recreational areas, parks, hiking
trails, horse trails, fishing areas, and camping
grounds in our community.  I congratulate
Mendocino County and the City of Ukiah for
keeping clean and well maintained all green
areas around. It is very enjoyable to have a
walk, ride a bike, or have a barbecue in any of
the outdoor areas in our community, but visi-
tors must be informed properly about the
laws, rules and dangers that could be found in
these places. We must have clear signs in
English, (but not all of them in English and
Spanish), and I think all visitor signs need to
inform visitors in the two most spoken nation-
al languages; English and Spanish. I appreci-
ate the effort of those places that bring infor-
mation in both languages, but signs must be
revised because many of the times they are
not written properly in Spanish, they are writ-
ten in Spanglish!, or in an attempt to be
Spanish.

In Low Gap Park by the Ukiah High
School and very close to where youngsters
receive middle education, there are two old
signs in Spanish that read: “Cuidado! Se han
viso pumas en este area.” For those who
speak Spanish it won’t be difficult to notice
three big mistakes in the signs:

The first one is: We don’t have pumas in
Ukiah. We have mountain lions (Gatos
Monteses) wildcats and bobcats (Linces) but
not pumas (Cougars). Pumas belong to the
same family of cats, but to a different specie,

they are bigger and they live in higher moun-
tains.

The second mistake is the word “Viso.”
It’s not a word in Spanish, but I assume that it
is trying to say “Visto” (seen) in English.

The third mistake is the word “Este” Area.
It should say “Esta Área” or This Area.

The word “Este” could be misinterpreted as
east in Spanish, written “Este,” as well.

In Spanish language, things, adjectives, and
adverbs have gender and applying it incorrect-
ly can lead to misinterpretations and confu-
sions. However the intention of that warning
sign can be understood by inference, but it is
written in wrong Spanish, and must be cor-
rected. It should say: ¡Tenga cuidado!  Se han
visto Gatos Monteses en esta área.

In Ukiah we coexist with hundreds of
Spanish speaking persons, and I am one of
them. It is embarrassing to read signs like
that. One of the reasons why I support bilin-
gual education is because that is the only way
to understand our cultural and ethnic diversi-
ty, and language is an important area of any
culture.

I also understand the needs and limitations
for not providing education and services in
both languages, and the political reasons
behind it; but I won’t talk about it because
that’s a huge topic for discussion. On the
other hand, I really appreciate the effort of all
of those individuals who are willing to learn a
second language, and the effort of all those
businesses, institutions, and public offices of
our local government that provide services
and information in both languages. I think
that all important documents and informative
signs must be written in both languages;
English and Spanish. But they must be written
carefully and correctly for two main reasons:

sunny days with highs ranging
from 72 to 96 degrees, the
temperature in a car can jump
by 40 degrees within an hour.

The Animal Protection
Institute, a nonprofit organiza-
tion to protect animals from
cruelty and exploitation,
reported similar numbers,
detailing that in 85-degree
weather, the temperature in a
parked car -- even with win-
dows left cracked -- can soar
to 102 degrees in 10 minutes.

With temperatures in Ukiah
and inland areas of
Mendocino County expected
to reach highs in the 100s
through Monday, and sit in the
90s next week, it’s important
to take precautions to protect
your four-legged friends.

Scott  Fetherston, a veteri-
narian at Mendocino Animal
Hospital in Ukiah, said that
dogs left in enclosed cars are
at risk for suffering heat
stroke.

“Even a short amount of
time can be detrimental,”
Fetherston said.  According to
Fetherston, heat stroke can set
in very rapidly. Even five
minutes in an enclosed car in
hot weather might be too
much.

Dogs with airway prob-
lems, long-coated dogs, over-
weight dogs and older dogs
are especially at risk for heat
stroke. Fetherston said some
signs that a dog may be near-
ing or suffering a heat stroke
include panting, a lot of sali-
vation and a high heart rate.

Should your dog exhibit
these symptoms, Fetherston
suggests seeking immediate
veterinary help. External
cooling techniques such as
spraying or immersing the
dog in cool water, cooling
with fans or rubbing isopropyl
alcohol on the paws, can be
utilized in the meantime.
Fetherston, however, cau-

tioned against using ice to
cool a pet because it can con-
strict blood vessels and ulti-
mately slow cooling. He also
cautioned against cooling too
fast.

“You want to basically do
what’s possible to cool them
without cooling them too
much and too rapidly to avoid
making them cold or
hypothermic,” he said.

Fetherston added that heat
stroke is not uncommon in the
summer, and often, dogs go
on to do very well. But some-
times, the consequences can
also be severe, including
death. To be safe, dogs should
always be given a cool place
to rest.

“Dogs are best left in a cool
spot or taken in with you, but
never left in a car, especially
one that’s enclosed,” he said.

Not only is leaving dogs in
cars in hot weather harmful,
it’s also illegal.

The Ukiah Police
Department reported respond-
ing to three instances on
Friday where dogs were
locked in parked cars, one of
which resulted in the arrest of
a man on suspicion of animal
cruelty.

The California Penal Code
defining cruelty to animals
stipulates that any person who
“subjects any animal to need-
less suffering, or inflicts
unnecessary cruelty upon the
animal, or in any manner
abuses any animal, or fails to
provide the animal with prop-
er food, drink or shelter or
protection from the weather”
is guilty of a crime punishable
by misdemeanor or felony.

Earlier this month, the
Animal Protection Institute,
based in Sacramento,
launched its “My Dog Is
Cool” initiative to educate dri-
vers about the dangers of
leaving dogs in enclosed cars.

I thought it was.”
The 24-hour event, held for

its ninth year in Ukiah, began
at 10 a.m. and drew close to
50 teams, each with eight to
12 members, according to
Susan Keegan, community
services director for the local
American Cancer Society
branch. Teams were required
to keep one member on the
track at all times until the
relay ended at 10 a.m. today.

Many of the teams choose
a theme. One team called
itself Peace Out Cancer,
because, according to team-
mates Debbie Christenson and
Grace Barrett, they want to
say “sayonara” to cancer.

Each person on the ’60s era
12-member team wore a fluo-
rescent tie-dyed T-shirt. Their
camp, marked by a large tie-
dyed banner bearing the
team’s name and with tents
dotted by handmade, paper
daisies, was one of the many
circling the track.

Christenson has participat-
ed in the event since its incep-
tion in support of those she
knows with cancer. The team,
she said, also has cancer sur-
vivors on it.

“It hits pretty close to
home,“ Christenson said. “I
bet there isn’t a soul out here
that doesn’t know somebody
that it doesn’t hurt. But hope-
fully someday we won’t be
here, and that’s our goal.”

The team raised money by
selling tie-dye T-shirts on site
for $5 and organizing the
relay’s 3-on-3 basketball tour-
nament. Barret also planned
to give haircuts at the event to
raise money.

According to Jennifer
Pittman, American Cancer
Society volunteer and chair-
woman of this year’s relay,
$87,000 had already been
raised by Friday, and day-of
fundraisers like Peace Out

Cancer’s were expected to
help reach the relay’s goal set
at $110,000. She said some
teams also planned to sell ice
cream, Popsicles and other
items to help beat the heat.

A number of events, like
sack and  3-legged races, a
Miss Relay pageant, trivia and
other games were also
planned to keep participants
busy and having fun through-
out the day and night despite
the heat. 

Though the soaring tem-
perature made for a difficult
relay, Trish Beltrami, co-chair
of the event, called it a mini-
mal sacrifice.

“It’s kind of an analogy of
what a cancer patient goes
through. We’re going to be
uncomfortable, and tired and
hot, but that’s only for 24
hours. Cancer patients go
through it day after day after
day,” Beltrami said.

In fact, according to the
American Cancer Society,
more than 1 million people
get cancer each year and
approximately one out of
every two American men and
one out of every three
American women will have
some type of cancer at some
point in their lifetime.

One of the many informa-
tional signs posted at Ukiah
High’s track reported that the
American Cancer Society had
invested $3 billion in the last
60 years for research. Another
said the death rate for breast
cancer decreased 20.8 percent
between 1991 and 2000.

“They’ve made a lot of
strides,” Brown said. “If most
of us had had what we have
now happen to us 20 years
ago, a lot of us wouldn’t be
here. I think it’s great the ser-
vice clubs and the community
has gotten behind it.”

SAN FRANCISCO (AP)
— Federal Medicare regula-
tors have issued a scathing
critique of Kaiser Foundation
Health Plan’s kidney trans-
plant program. The report,
released Friday from the fed-
eral Centers for Medicare &
Medicaid Services, cited inad-
equate staffing and adminis-
trative chaos for delays that
prevented Kaiser patients
from obtaining organs.

The agency has threatened
to cut off its coverage for late-
stage kidney disease at the
Kaiser Hospital in San

Francisco as early as Aug. 12
if problems aren’t corrected.

The concerns stem from
Kaiser’s decision in 2004 to
order its kidney patients to
transfer from University of
California hospitals in San
Francisco and Davis to its
new transplant center.

The center performed just
56 transplants in 2005, while
twice as many people died
waiting for a kidney, the Los
Angeles Times reported. At
other California transplant
centers, more than twice as
many people received kidneys
than died.

Like most people, I’m not very
good at remembering jokes. But
every now and then one sticks with
me like a bare thigh on a hot vinyl
car seat. A guy wrote to Reader’s
Digest a few years ago to say that
one day as he was driving his 5-
year-old daughter to kindergarten,
she turned to him and asked, “Dad,
when did Mom come to work for
us?”

I remembered the line when it
was recently reported that if you had
to pay a salary to a full-time, stay-
at-home mom for all the different
work she did -- the baby-sitting, the
cooking, the cleaning, the shopping,
the chauffeuring, the overtime -- it
would cost you $134,000 a year.

Now if you are a man, especially
a successful businessman, you know
how ridiculous that figure is. It’s as
if it’s been pulled out of thin air. For
the baby-sitting alone a successful
businessman would pay himself up

to $5 million a year. And he’d also
want the family jet to be available to
him at all times, as well as the use of
the family-owned condos in Paris,
Rome, Martinique and Hawaii. 

He wouldn’t actually do any of
the baby-sitting, the cooking, the
cleaning, the shopping, the chauf-
feuring -- he’d hire a crack staff to
do that, or have his people hire a
crack staff -- but he would actively
manage the work from a cell phone
while using the golf-club member-
ship that has been paid for by the
family.

When you add in the shopping,
the chauffeuring, the laundry, the
cleaning -- we’re talking upwards of
$40 or $50 million a year. Let’s get
real here. A real CEO wouldn’t get
out of bed for $134,000 a year --
much less make one.

If we’re going to apply business
principles to the home, let’s really
start applying them. First of all,
would a businessman hire a woman
with children to take care of his kids
and run his house? Of course not.
He’d hire a career woman without
children. That way, she wouldn’t be
distracted by having to think about
her own children. She wouldn’t
always be asking for time off for
pregnancy leave. She wouldn’t com-
plain about the glass ceiling, she’d
clean it. That’s thinking outside the
box.

Businessmen know that a lot of
what a stay-at-home mom does
could be outsourced to places like

India and Pakistan for the fraction of
what mothering costs here. In some
parts of India, you can get a stay-at-
home mom for $800 a year -- a sub-
stantial savings. And she’ll haul her
own water. An untouchable soccer
mom might even cost less. 

A tiny fraction of the money
saved on expensive, domestic stay-
at-home moms could then be put
toward the children’s college educa-
tion, the rest of it could be funneled
into the businessman’s Golden
Parachute for thinking of the idea in
the first place.

But who can put a price tag on a
stay-at-home mom’s love and affec-
tion? On companionship and tender-
ness? A good lawyer, that’s who.
After all, who knows more about
love and affection than a lawyer? 

Still, you’re not going to get love
and affection from an employee,
though paying them $134,000 a year
couldn’t hurt. And don’t forget her

paid vacation and benefits.
Remember, it’s not a vacation if she
still has to clean and pack and take
care of the kids. That’s her day job,
not a vacation.

But the question for me is: “What
am I -- a stay-at-home husband --
worth?” If Sue gets $134,000 for
staying at home, I should be worth
something, say, at least half that
much. Add $67,000 to $134,000,
carry the one ... $201,000 a year if
both of us stayed home. It’s not the
$400 million that guy from Exxon
got for sitting behind his desk and
making a few phone calls, but it’s
not chump change either. 

With that kind of money, we
could afford to have children.

Schlepping a load of dirty
laundry from the bedroom to
the basement or utility room
can be a pain in the hamper. 

That’s one reason why
more homeowners prefer
locating the laundry room
closer to the source of most
dirty clothes and linen,
according to a survey by the
National Association of Home
Builders. Some folks are even
adding second washers and
dryers to master-bedroom
suites and guest rooms.

If you’re planning to do the
same -- whether by adapting
an existing space or building a
new one -- be sure to factor in
the following:

Structure. An engineer can
help determine whether your
home, or house plan, can
accommodate a second-floor
laundry. Planning the space,
meanwhile, is best left to an
architect, who can also incor-
porate necessary mechanical
changes into the design. Some
considerations include: floor
joists (they must be sturdy
enough to support the extra
weight and vibrations of a
washer and dryer); noise

(walls and ceilings made of
1/2-inch or 5/8-inch gypsum
wallboard are better than a
single layer at dampening
vibrations generated by a
washer or dryer); and water-
proofing (the best way to pre-
vent a leak from flooding the
rest of the house is to build a
curb across the laundry
room’s threshold, waterproof
the floor area and install a
floor drain). Additional safe-
guards against water damage
involve installing electronic
shutoff valves, which auto-
matically stop the flow of
water when they sense a leak,
and adding washing-machine
drip pans.

Utilities. Running new ser-
vice lines with minimal demo-
lition and disruption is usually
the most challenging and
time-consuming part of
installing a laundry room on
an upper floor. It’s also the
costliest step because building
codes require that licensed
professionals do much of the
work. For example, you’ll
need a licensed plumber to

install the service and drain
lines, and a licensed electri-
cian to pull dedicated lines for
both the washer and dryer,
including a 240-volt line if
your dryer is electric. (Gas-
fueled dryers require only
standard 120-volt service, but
a plumber will have to link the
appliance to the municipal gas
supply or an on-site storage
tank.) You may be able to han-
dle the venting yourself.
Running dryer venting is often
relatively simple because
ducts can be routed up
through the attic and roof.

Appliances. You can aid
your soundproofing efforts by
buying quiet appliances. In
general, front-loading wash-
ing machines operate more
quietly than top-loaders. (That
said, some front-loaders can
prolong the disturbance, tak-
ing up to two hours to wash a
load, compared with 35 min-
utes for the fastest top-loading
models.) To minimize vibra-
tions, make sure your washer
and dryer are level. (Some
front-loaders can accommo-
date a dryer perched on top --

useful when retrofitting a
small space such as a closet.
Laundry centers, meanwhile,
combine a washer and dryer
into a single tall unit.) And
purchase products from a
dealer who will allow you to
return or exchange them if
they shake and shimmy too
much once they’re in place.

Our tests of washers and
dryers have identified a few
strong but reasonably quiet
models that should suit laun-
dry rooms near living spaces.
We like the top-loading
Whirlpool LSW9700P. It
combines good performance
with a comparatively low
price, $380, to earn distinction
as a CR Best Buy. The front-
loading Whirlpool Duet
GHW9150P ($1,000) cycles
through a wash in 65 minutes
-- quicker than most others we
rated. As for dryers, we rec-
ommend the GE Profile
DPSB620EC -- a CR Best
Buy at $580 -- and the
Kenmore Elite 6697 -- $640,
from Sears. Prices are for
electric dryers; gas models
typically cost about $50 more.

Laundry-room makeovers

DEAR BRUCE: My husband has a
son from a previous relationship who
is now going to college. The school is
located in Indiana, where he resides
with his mother and it is one of the few
states that has a law saying each parent
must pay one-third of the child’s col-
lege expenses, with the child paying
one-third. The state where he was born,
which is the state I still reside in, has
no such law. In fact, it says that anyone
over the age of 18 is an adult and is no
longer the responsibility of the parents,
which makes sense to me. Do you have
any suggestions on how to fight this? I
put myself through college, and so has
everyone else in my family. It’s some-
thing we believe in. It’s not so much
about paying but what our beliefs are.
I’ve already suggested student loans,
grants, scholarships, etc. He and his
mother know all about the financial
resources available to him. Is there
anything you can suggest? -- S.F., via
e-mail

DEAR S.F.: Many states, if not
most, have peculiar laws with regard to
child support and college. If parents
remain married, ordinarily at age 18,
they can be discharged from obliga-
tions toward education. However, the
courts have regularly held that, in the
event of a divorce, whatever the expec-
tation the child may have had if no
divorce had occurred is taken into
account. To put it another way, more
often than not, parents are totally or
partially responsible for paying for

college. The way you’ve described
this, I surmise this child was born out
of wedlock. That doesn’t have a whole
lot to do with it, as long as your hus-
band has acknowledged the parental
responsibility. While the kid may have
not been raised to be as self-dependent
as you were... that isn’t an issue. I
don’t know of any way you’re going to
fight this. It may be the courts would
take ability to pay into account. That
aside, I suspect your husband is on the
hook.

DEAR BRUCE: My wife and I each
have credit cards issued in our respec-
tive names. None are joint accounts. In
the event of my demise (I’m 80 years
old), is my wife responsible for my
credit-card indebtedness? I will look
forward to your reply. -- D.M.,
Marshall, Mich.

DEAR D.M.: While there’s a seri-
ous question whether your wife would
be responsible for your debts, there is
no question your estate, before it could
be distributed, would be responsible
for your credit-card debts. Your execu-
tor will have to go through the legal
motions of advertising and offering to
pay any outstanding debts before the
estate is distributed. This is not only

the legal thing it’s clearly the honor-
able thing to do. 

DEAR BRUCE: I have owned and
lived in a mobile home for 2-1/2 years
in southern California. I owe $63,000
on the existing mobile-home loan, and
I am replacing it with a manufactured
home for $94,000. I will not make any
profit off the existing mobile home. I
am going to put the manufactured
home up for sale, and I believe I will
be able to get about $250,000 for it.
Living in the manufactured home for
another two years is not an option. Will
I have to pay capital gains taxes on the
entire $250,000 because I haven’t lived
in the manufactured home for two
years? -- V.C., via e-mail

DEAR V.C.: I hope I am reading
your letter clearly, that you have a
$63,000 mortgage and you’re using the
current mobile home as part of the pay-
ment on the manufactured home. If
that’s the case, then the $63,000 was
borrowed money that had to be
replaced, which would reduce the prof-
it. There may be other down payments
in here that you haven’t mentioned.
Any profit over the invested amounts
will be taxed since it is not your pri-
mary residence for two years.

Who should pay born-out-of-wedlock son’s college bills?

Summer fare
good to go 

It’s been a long, busy, hot summer day. Everyone’s hun-
gry, you’re tired, and the last thing you want to do is sweat
it out in the kitchen. Heading for the nearest restaurant or
driving for takeout crosses your mind, but that takes time -
- and these days, a lot of money, too. 

I’ve got a better idea: Grab a roll of aluminum foil and
fire up the outdoor grill. You can wrap just about anything
in a sealed packet of aluminum foil, place it on a covered
grill and in just a few minutes have delicious, home-cooked
food. But here’s the best part: No cleanup. The grill stays
clean, and you toss the foil in the trash. The meal is pre-
pared, cooked, eaten and cleaned up in less time than it
takes to eat out. And packet meals travel well to the park or
beach.

To make a pakcet: You need a piece of heavy-duty alu-
minum foil, 12 by 18 inches, for each packet. Spray the cen-
ter lightly with a nonstick cooking spray. Center the food on
the foil sheet with the dull side toward the food. For each
foil packet, bring up the two short sides and double fold
with about 1-inch-wide folds. You want to leave room for
heat circulation inside the packet as the food cooks.
Double-fold each end to form the tightly sealed foil packet.

Cooking a packet: Always place the foil packet(s) on a
cookie sheet or in a shallow baking pan if you are cooking
indoors in the oven. If you’re grilling outdoors, place pack-
ets directly on the grill and close the cover. 

Eating from a packet: Be careful when removing pack-
ets from the oven or grill. A lot of heat builds up inside, so
always use a potholder or oven mitt. Carefully open both
ends of the foil packet first to allow the hot steam to escape.
Then open the top of the foil packet. Remove the food from
the packet to a plate, or eat directly from the packet.

Grilled Corn-on-the-Cob
You’ll need a larger sheet of heavy-duty foil, about 18 by

24 inches. Remove the husks from four ears of corn. Center
them on the sheet of foil. Spread 1/4 cup softened butter or
margarine on the corn. Sprinkle with salt and pepper to
taste. Place two ice cubes on the corn. Bring up the foil
sides and fold over twice. Do the same for the ends to make
one large sealed packet that allows room for heat circulation
inside. Place packet on grill, cover and cook for 15 to 20
minutes, turning packet over once. Serves 4.

Easy Grilled S’mores
Pull out four sheets of heavy-duty aluminum foil, each 8

by 12 inches. Place one graham-cracker square in the cen-
ter of each piece of foil. Top each cracker with half of a
1.55-ounce milk-chocolate candy bar, one large marshmal-
low and another graham-cracker square. Bring up foil sides.
Doublefold top and ends to seal the package, leaving room
for heat circulation inside. Grill in covered grill for four to
five minutes. Serve immediately. Serves 4.

Stay tuned, because next week I will have recipes and
instructions for main-dish packets. You’re going to love
them.

Money. Everybody wants it, yet it
seems like only a few people have it.
Who comes to mind when you think
about “the wealthy” -- professional ath-
letes, lottery winners, entertainers, busi-
ness owners, politicians, captains of
industry or those who inherit their
wealth?

It is unlikely that any of us will find
ourselves on the Forbes’ list of the
world’s richest people, but for most of us,
financial security is within reach.
Building the needed net worth is a disci-
plined process that takes many years to
accomplish. Of course, it might not be as
much fun as being a professional athlete
and it isn’t nearly as exciting as winning
the lottery, but if you diligently save
money on a regular basis, you can
achieve financial security. And if you are
like most of our clients, you probably are
already saving regularly.

So maybe I have only stated the obvi-
ous -- that saving regularly can build
wealth. Many people already know this.
But have you ever thought about where
you are saving your money? This is just
as important a consideration as how
much you invest, in part, because the IRS
does not tax all investments in the same
way.

Most importantly, if you are offered a
retirement plan at work, consider con-
tributing the maximum amount you can,
on a pre-tax basis. Do this, even if your
employer does not match your contribu-

tions or if the match is limited. Match or
no match, contributing to your employ-
er’s plan is one of the best ways to build
wealth. And under the new tax laws, an
individual may be able to contribute 100
percent of their income to a 401(k) or
403(b) up to a maximum of $15,000 this
year ($20,000 if you will be 50 or older
by the end of the year).

So why should you contribute to your
company plan? First, because these plans
allow you to make pre- tax contributions.
This means that if you are in the 25 per-
cent federal income tax bracket, a $1,000
pre-tax contribution reduces your taxes
by approximately $250.

Second, your contributions grow tax-
deferred. This means that you do not pay
taxes on your potential investment earn-
ings until you make withdrawals during
retirement (which is perhaps decades
away). But you need to keep in mind that
withdrawals from a company retirement
plan will be taxed at ordinary income tax
rates at the time of withdrawal. Also, in
most cases, if you take money out of

these plans before the age of 59-1/2, you
will be subject to both income taxes plus
a 10 percent tax penalty. Basically, if you
contribute to your company retirement
plan, don’t count on using this money
any time soon. In most cases, this won’t
be a problem since this money is ear-
marked for retirement anyway.

You know that saving money in your
employer’s retirement plan is a great
idea. But this raises another question:
How do you invest your contributions?
There is no simple answer to this ques-
tion. Each situation is different. If you do
not plan to retire for many years, you
might consider investing more aggres-
sively. Individuals closer to retirement
should be more conservative with their
allocation. If you have neither the time
nor the expertise to make these decisions
on your own, consider sitting down with
a financial adviser who can help you look
at your complete picture and make appro-
priate recommendations.

I’m not suggesting that contributing to
your 401(k) or 403(b) is the only savings
that you need to do. On the contrary, most
people need to save far more than their
employer’s plan allows.

Permit Fees

town add up.  Typically, fees are
charged to cover the administrative
expense of monitoring the permits.
However in some towns, miscella-
neous permit fees can account for up
to 5% of the town's annual revenue.
So the next time you pay your permit
fee, think of it as helping to fund
some of the town's many projects or
services.

Typically they need a permit or license as
well.

Carry:  Although I'm not sure how
they get an unlicensed dog to pay a fine!

Cash:  The idea of needing a permit
for a garage sale may seem silly to you,
but your town does have legitimate rea-
sons for requiring you to have one.

Carry:  Although most yard sales are
held by homeowners who are just trying
to clean out their garage, others use them

their signs up long after the sale is over.
After a few rain storms, you can find the
signs floating around town.

Carry:  Or worse, still attached to a
telephone pole.  How many times have
you followed an old sign only to notice
the sale was two weeks ago?

Cash:  Towns that require permits will
typically limit the amount of the signs
you're allowed to post or where you can
post them, and require that you to
remove them after the sale.

Carry:  Although getting a permit may
seem ridiculous to you, we recommend
you follow your town's rules.  Ten dol-
lars up front is less expensive than the
potential hassle and $75 fine.
