Job duties and responsibilities: Only two features of job responsibility are important: identifying tasks that comprise about 90 to 95 percent of the work done and
listing tasksin order of the time consumed (or, sometimes, in order of importance).

Usually, if the answer to a brainteaser seems too easy, chances are the answer's wrong. And in this case, the answer is not zero degrees. The hour hand, remember,
moves as well. That is, in addition to the minute hand. And so, at 3:15, the hour hand and the minute hand are not on top of each other. In fact, the hour hand has
moved a quarter of the way between the 3 and 4. This means it's moved a quarter of 30 degrees (360 degrees divided by 12 equals 30). So the answer, to be exact, is
seven and a half degrees (30 divided by four).

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Question - 47:
How many square feet of pizza are eaten in the United States each month?

Ans:

This is a classic guesstimate question where you need to think aloud. And so first off you round the U.S. population to 300 million people (it's actually about 315
million but rounding will be much easier and your interviewer will not score you lower for rounding). Then estimate how many people eat pizza. A decent educated
guess is two out of every three people, or 200 million. Now let's say the average pizza-eating person eats pizza twice a month, and eats two slices at atime. That's
four slices a month. If the average slice of pizzais perhaps six inches at the base and 10 inches long, then the dlice is 30 sguare inches of pizza. So, four pizza slices
would be 120 square inches (30 times 4).

Since one square foot equals 144 square inches (12 times 12), let's assume that each person who eats pizza eats one square foot per month. Since there are 200 million
pizza-eating Americans, 200 million square feet of pizza are consumed in the U.S. each month. To summarize: 300 million people in America, 200 million eat pizza,
average dice of pizzais six inches at the base and 10 inches long or 30 square inches, average American eats four slices of pizza a month, four pieces times 30 square
inches equals 120 sguare inches (one square foot is 144 square inches), so let's assume one square foot per person, and thus one square foot times 200 million people
equals 200 million sguare feet of pizzaamonth.
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Question - 48:
What problems have you encountered at work?

Ans:

Wow, do we have problems! Where do | begin? Well, most of the problems are internal, just people not working well with each other. | have one person on our team
who is areal problem, but it seems like management is afraid to do anything about it. So we al end up having to do extra work to cover for this person, who just
doesn't work. We all say that he'sretired in place. | think he's just holding on until retirement in a couple years. But he'sareal problem. | complain about it--alot--but
nothing ever seemsto get done. |'ve even written negative reviews about the person, hoping he will get canned, but it doesn't happen. | can't wait for him to retire.
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Question - 49:
What schedule do you hope to work? Are you willing to work extra hours?
Ans:

Be honest. If you really want the job and are willing to work any schedule needed, say so. If, however, you have no intention of working late hours or weekends,
simply let the interviewer know the hours that you are available to work. The same applies to extra hours. Y ou are more likely to be hired if you are willing to work
any time you are needed. However, saying that you are willing and then complaining about the hours once you start working is a recipe for disaster.
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Question - 50:
How much do you expect to get paid As Veterans Service Officer?

Ans:

For this be prepared and research salary to find out what similar positions are paying in your area before you go to the interview. Try to find this information out
before giving your salary expectations. Y ou can and should provide arange instead of an exact number. But again, don't say any numbers you're not comfortable with
because if the employer offers you asalary at the lowest end of your range, you don't have much to negotiate with when it comes to getting a higher salary.
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Question - 51:
How would your friends describe you?
Ans:

My friends would probably say that I'm extremely persistent - I've never been afraid to keep going back until | get what | want. When | worked as a program
developer, recruiting keynote speakers for a major tech conference, | got one rejection after another - this was just the nature of the job. But | really wanted the big
players - so | wouldn't take no for an answer. | kept going back to them every time there was a new company on board, or some new value proposition. Eventualy,
many of them actually said "yes" - the program turned out to be so great that we doubled our attendees from the year before. A lot of people might have given up after
the first rejection, but it'sjust not in my nature. If | know something is possible, | have to keep trying until | get it.
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Question - 52:
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Why should the we hire you as this position As Veterans Service Officer?

Ans:

This is the part where you link your skills, experience, education and your personality to the job itself. This is why you need to be utterly familiar with the job
description as well as the company culture. Remember though, it's best to back them up with actual examples of say, how you are a good team player.
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Question - 53:
Give me an example of an emergency situation that you faced. How did you handle it?
Ans:

There was a time when one of my employers faced the quitting of a manager in another country. | was asked to go fill in for him while they found a replacement and
stay to train that person. | would be at least 30 days. | quickly accepted because | knew that my department couldn't function without me.
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Question - 54:
Explain an idea that you have had and have then implemented in practice?

Ans:

Often an interview guide will outline the so-called 'STAR' approach for answering such questions; Structure the answer as a situation, task, action, and result: what
the context was, what you needed to achieve, what you did, and what the outcome was as aresult of your actions.

This is a loaded question and a nasty little game that you will probably lose if you answer first. So, do not answer it. Instead, say something like, that's a tough
question. Can you tell me the range for this position? In most cases, the interviewer, taken off guard, will tell you. If not, say that it can depend on the details of the
job. Then give awide range.
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Question - 58:
Describe atypical work week for this position As Veterans Service Officer?

Ans:

Interviewers expect a candidate for employment to discuss what they do while they are working in detail. Before you answer, consider the position As Veterans
Service Officer you are applying for and how your current or past positions relate to it. The more you can connect your past experience with the job opening, the
more successful you will be at answering the questions.
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Question - 59:
How would you observe the level of motivation of your subordinates?

Ans:

Choosing the right metrics and comparing productivity of everyone on daily basis is a good answer, doesn't matter in which company you apply for a supervisory
role.
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Question - 60:
Have you got any questions?

Ans:

This is your final opportunity to persuade the interviewer that you are the right candidate for the job. Now is not the time to ask questions about holidays, pay or
pensions - all these things can be asked later when you get an offer of employment. Now is the time to ask about any reservations that the interviewer may have about
your suitability for the role. Y ou will then give yourself one last chance to persuade the interviewer that you are the right candidate for the job.

Example Thank you. | think we have covered everything. Before we finish the interview | would like to take the opportunity to ask if you have any reservations
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about my suitability for thisrole?
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Question - 61:
Where do you see yourself professionally five years from now As Veterans Service Officer?
Ans:

Demonstrate both loyalty and ambition in the answer to this question. After sharing your personal ambition, it may be a good time to ask the interviewer if your
ambitions match those of the company.
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Question - 62:
What are three positive things your last boss would say about you?

Ans:

Tailor answers about
continued studies specific to desired job fields. Show interest in the industry and a desire to work long-term in said industry. Keep answers short and to the point,
avoiding diatribes causing candidates to appear insincere.
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
