Cadets are 18-20.5 years old uniformed 
civilian employees, assisting different units 
within the agency with administrative 
duties, such as Homicide, City Wide 
Robbery, Recruitment, and Crime Lab. The 
most significant advantage to becoming 
a Cadet is that your time as a Cadet will 
count toward your sworn retirement.
