Dear Students, Parents and Guardians,

High school is such an important milestone. It’s a time to develop valuable skills in
critical thinking and problem solving that will help ensure students make smooth
transitions to college and thriving careers.

We have reimagined our high schools to be places where students do more than
just absorb information, score well on tests and graduate. We know it is important
to prepare students to succeed in the workplace — regardless of whether their
paths after graduation involve two- or four-year college degrees, apprenticeships
or internships, employment certifications, or military enlistment.

I'm proud to say that in 2018, 93 percent of our graduating seniors declared one of the career pathways
mentioned above.

Our My Tomorrow initiative is the recipe behind this success and has been embedded throughout the high
school experience. My Tomorrow helps ensure that our students meet Ohio’s rigorous graduation standards
(See page 10), and it’s also a big reason why more families are choosing Cincinnati Public Schools. We're
happy to note that CPS’ enrollment has grown by 4,400 students over the last five years.

This High School Guide gives descriptions of each of our high schools, the programs and extracurricular
activities offered, and information about how our high school application process works. It is an excellent
resource to help you determine which high school is the best choice for your child.

We use an online lottery application process to assign students to our high schools
in grades 7-9.* The opening Round 1 of the High School Application Period for the 2019-20
school year is February 19 to March 8, 2019.

We also welcome applications from students who live within our district but now attend private or
charter schools, or are home-schooled. (See page 6 for information about how non-CPS students apply.)
We also welcome out-of-district students to apply to our schools in a separate lottery process. (See page 6
for out-of-district details.)

We certainly appreciate your interest in our high schools, and we look forward to serving your child’s needs.

Picking A High School Is An Important Decision

There’s an added excitement to reaching high-school age in Cincinnati Public Schools — students,
with their parents/guardians, get to pick their high schools.

This High School Guide is designed to help students and parents/guardians make the important decisions
necessary to choose and apply for Cincinnati Public Schools' high schools.

Today’s students are our region’s future employees, entrepreneurs and community leaders. CPS ensures
that students graduate with the knowledge needed to confidently pursue chosen career paths. Students
select from high-school programs with special focuses that lead into careers and higher education.

CPS’ high schools serve grades 7-12. This gives students an early start on mastering tougher academic
standards and graduation requirements.
What do all CPS high schools have in common?

¢ All prepare students for college.
A diploma from CPS is recognized by all colleges and universities.

In addition, all CPS high schools now have earned accreditation from the nationally recognized AdvancEd
organization, which requires rigorous examination of each high school’s learning environment.

(Exceptions: Virtual High School and Cincinnati Digital Academy; online schools require separate
accreditation. Spencer Center, a new school, will start accreditation process when eligible.)

o All offer sports and extracurricular activities (except Virtual High School and Cincinnati Digital Academy).

¢ All are open to students with disabilities.
If your child requires specialized placement, call CPS' Department of Student Services: (513) 363-0357

¢ All are open to any child living anywhere inside the Cincinnati Public School District.

Cincinnati Public Schools does not have address boundaries for its high schools, so a student is not assigned
to a high school based on a home address. However, some high schools have entrance requirements.

How to Apply to CPS High Schools — Grades 7, 8, 9

We use an online random lottery process for entrance into Cincinnati Public Schools’ high schools at grades
7,8 and 9, which helps assure equal access for in-district students.

Who SHOULD participate in the online high school lottery?
e Current 6"-graders at CPS elementary schools that end at 6" grade

o Current 8-graders at the following six K-8 schools (and current 6- and 7*-graders at these schools who want
to enter a 7-12 high school):

— Academy of Multilingual Immersion Studies (AMIS) — Roberts Paideia Academy
— Academy of World Languages (AWL) - Roselawn Condon School
- Hartwell School — Sayler Park School

¢ Students applying for Dater High School's Special College Preparatory Program (SCPP)

e Students in grades 6, 7 or 8 now attending a CPS school with elementary and high school grades (3-9, K-12)
who want to change schools

Note: CPS students now attending schools with elementary and high school grades (3-9, K-12) may
stay at those schools without participating in this application lottery.



Who SHOULD NOT participate in the online lottery?

e Current &-, 7- and 8™-graders attending a non-CPS school (such as charter, private or home schools) but live
within the boundaries of the Cincinnati Public School District. See page 6 for information.

e Students who live outside the boundaries of the Cincinnati Public School District. This group applies during
Open Enrollment in May. See page 6 for information.

¢ Students applying to the School for Creative and Performing Arts (SCPA) or Walnut Hills High School.

These two schools have eligibility requirements for students, so parents must go to the schools to register and
complete, or provide proof of, eligibility requirements.

Lottery Rounds and Waiting List Details

Applying Early is Important

The online High School Application lottery runs in three rounds before May 31, 2019.
¢ Round 1 — February 19 - March 8, 2019
®* Round 2 — April 2 - 12, 2019 (Subject to change)
* Round 3 — April 30 - May 10, 2019 (Subject to change)

Applying during Round 1 offers students the best opportunity to enter their first-choice high school,
as many CPS high schools fill up quickly.

A student may be entered in only one lottery round per school year. Additional applications for the
same student will not be considered.

Round 2 and Round 3 are for parents/students who did not enter applications during Round 1. Students/
parents submitting applications in Round 2 or Round 3 will have far less chance of getting into their
first-choice high schools.

After Round 3 closes, students currently in 6%, 7t or 8t grade who did not apply in any lottery round should submit
a paper application at their high school of choice to be added to the end of the waiting list for that school.

Waiting Lists

Waiting lists at high schools are in effect until June 30.

A student who enrolls in a high school for 2019-20 — but is on a waiting list for a higher-choice high school —
will remain on that waiting list until June 30, 2019. If a space becomes available in a student’s higher-choice

high school before June 30, 2019, CPS will notify the parent by letter offering the opportunity to transfer to
the higher-choice high school.

After June 30, 2019, students are expected to stay in their selected high schools for the 2019-20 school year.

How to Apply to CPS High Schools
Grades 7-9

CPS parents or guardians, and CPS students in grades

6, 7 and 8, submit high school online lottery applications
using any computer with Internet access; students may use
computers at their current schools.

If the student information displayed is not
correct, it must be corrected before the High
School Online Application can be submitted.

All information submitted with an online
application — names, addresses, phone
numbers, email addresses — must be correct.

If CPS cannot contact parents/guardians
using the information provided, the student
will lose the seat assigned in the lottery.

e If, after submitting an application, there
are changes to the contact information,
notify CPS by using the Student Change of
Information form (left). The completed form
and required documents should be turned
in to the student’s current school or at the
CPS Customer Care Center, 2651 Burnet
Avenue, 45219, Corryville.

2. Select one high school as a first choice, then
list up to four other high school choices in
order of preference (in case the first choice

is filled).

3. Applications are processed in random order
by computers at CPS’ Central Office to
assure that each application received during
the application round has an equal chance
to be assigned to first-choice schools.

4. Parents will be notified by mail regarding
high school placement in about 30 days.



Lottery Application Details

* On the online application, students (or parents
of students) in CPS Montessori, Paideia
and STEM elementary schools are asked if
the students want to enter a high school that
continues Montessori, Paideia or STEM programs.
If yes, a choice of these high schools will be
offered.

If a high school is not selected at this point, the
student or parent will continue into the lottery
process to select a high school.

e Students who have passed the Special College
Preparatory Program (SCPP) test are eligible
for Dater High School, or may enter the lottery to
select another high school to attend.

Note: Even though Walnut Hills High School
also is a SCPP school, the online application is
not available; applications must be submitted at
Walnut Hills. (See pages 38-39.)

Important Information

English Learners

All CPS high schools offer English as a Second
Language (ESL) services for students learning
to speak English. Some high schools offer more
intensive ESL services for students and families.

Call CPS’ Office of Second Language Acquisition,
(513) 363-3251, to discuss what's available.

¢ Sibling preference applies ONLY to a
student’s first-choice high school.
This means a student is given priority over
other students to enter a sibling’s high school.
The sibling must currently attend the student’s
first-choice high school in grades 7, 8, 9, 10 or
11, and must live at the same address.

Make sure to check the YES box on the online
application to indicate that the student has a
sibling at the first-choice high school.

* Only ONE online application per student
per school year may be submitted.
If a parent/guardian wants to change the
online lottery application after it is submitted,
the parent/guardian must go to CPS'
Customer Care Center to make changes
within the time frame of the same round as
the original application: 2651 Burnet Avenue,
45219, Corryville. Parents/guardians must
bring photo identification.

Transportation

CPS provides free Metro bus passes (public
transportation) to students in grades 7-12 who
live 1% mile or more from the schools they
attend. Passes are issued at the high school on
the first day of school.

Student Priority Order for Entering CPS High Schools

The CPS Board of Education has set policy that determines the order in which in-district students are accepted into
CPS high schools. The policy — Board Policy No. 5113.03 — defines the order for students coming from CPS
neighborhood elementary schools and for CPS magnet elementary schools with specialized courses of study

(such as Montessori, Paideia or STEM).

¢ Parents or guardians of current CPS students now attending a high school in grades 7-12 who want to
change high schools:
Apply in person at the high schools of choice using CPS' paper application form.

¢ Parents or guardians of non-CPS students currently in 9*, 10* or 11* grade attending private, charter
or home schools who want their children to enter CPS' high schools and who live within the CPS district:
Apply in person at the high schools of choice using CPS' paper application form.

In-District — Non-CPS Students Grades — 7-9

¢ Parents of non-CPS students currently in 6%, 7th and 8" grades now attending private, charter or home
schools who want their children to enter CPS’ high schools and who live within the CPS district boundaries:

Center in the Education Center, 2651 Burnet Avenue, 45219, Corryville. Staff at the Care Center will assist with
submitting a high school application into the lottery.

Out-of-District Students (Open Enrollment)

Parents or guardians of students who live outside the boundaries of the Cincinnati Public School District
apply online to CPS high schools during the district’s Open Enrollment period, May 1 - 31.

Note: Priority is given to students who live within the boundaries of the Cincinnati Public School
District over those who live outside the boundaries. Students applying under Open Enrollment must
meet any entrance criteria required by a CPS school (such as an entrance exam or an audition).

Out-of-district students who live in Ohio and are accepted under Open Enrollment do not pay tuition, but parents
must provide transportation to and from CPS schools. Students living in states other than Ohio pay tuition.

A discounted Metro bus pass can be purchased, which allows an out-of-district student to ride Metro buses (public
transportation) to and from high school. Out-of-district students may request the Metro pass at the CPS high
schools where they are accepted.

Sports And Extracurricular Activities

Maybe you like making decisions as part of
Student Government. Or, how about writing for the school newspaper or playing trumpet in the marching
band?

Chances are, you will find a team or a club within Cincinnati Public Schools that matches your interests.
Participating in a sport or club is a valuable part of the high school experience.

Extracurricular activities enhance the academic, emotional, social and physical development of our students.
Each sport and activity operates with integrity and ethical conduct — promoting academic success,
competitive excellence and good sportsmanship.

CPS encourages all students in grades 7-12 to join one or more sports teams, clubs or other extracurricular
activities.

* To participate, students must have passing grades in a minimum of five courses that count toward gradua-
tion and must maintain a 2.0 Grade Point Average (GPA). CPS’ GPA standards are higher than the mini-
mum GPA (1.0) required by the Ohio High School Athletic Association (OHSAA).

Students with a GPA between 1.0 and 2.0 may participate if they take Acadenic and Athletic Accountability
Pathway intervention programs set up by the schools, such as tutoring sessions and study tables.

CPS’ high schools compete in the following athletic conferences:

— Cincinnati Metro Athletic Conference (CMAC) — Aiken, Gamble, Hughes, Oyler, Riverview East,
School for Creative and Performing Arts, Shroder, Taft, Western Hills and Woodward

— Eastern Cincinnati Conference (ECC) — Walnut Hills and Withrow
— Miami Valley Conference (MVC) — Clark

e CPS offers volleyball and softball teams for girls; football,
baseball and wrestling teams for boys; and a variety of
other sports, such as basketball, soccer, bowling and track,
for boys and girls.

e Student Activity Coordinators oversee activities at all
high schools.

® There are opportunities for 7*- and 8*-graders, and
at the freshman, junior varsity and varsity levels,
in more than a dozen sports.

* Numerous non-athletic clubs and activities are
available all school year.

In summer 2018, Cincinnati Public Schools purchased the former Mother
of Mercy High School building and its 13.71-acre campus in Westwood,
envisioning opening a school with an innovative program to serve
Cincinnati’s west side.

CPS’ full plans for the building will be announced in early 2019, with a
school tentatively set to open for the 2019-20 school year. Engagement with
the community, facilitated by Xavier University, was initially held in Fall
2018 and is ongoing.



School Administration Sets Up

An interim Local School Decision Making Committee (LSDMC) is being formed, for the purpose of
selecting the school’s principal and to continue engaging the community as the school is developed.

The new school will be a Community Learning Center, following the model of other Cincinnati Public
Schools and serving students and families beyond the school day. The LSDMC and principal will begin
forming partnerships with local businesses, social service agencies, and colleges and universities —

all aimed at helping prepare students for success after graduation.

Renovation in Full Swing

Meanwhile, a full renovation is under way on the campus, beginning with demolition of old
mechanical, plumbing and electrical equipment. The school’s main 124,000-square-foot building
was built in 1922, with several additions constructed over the years.

When completed, the school will have new heating, cooling and ventilation systems; new electrical
wiring; new windows; new restrooms; new kitchen and lunchroom; new fire alarm system; new
public-address system; new security system; and architectural improvements.

Withrow University’s one-on-one College Center gives students and families
extensive guidance on how to choose a college, gain admission and secure
scholarships. Partnerships with Xavier University, Miami University,
University of Cincinnati and Cincinnati State Technical and Community
College allow students to take courses for dual high school and college
credits.

The Prep Academy, for 7" through 10t*-graders, focuses on the transition
into high school, with rigorous academics, and preparation for the Ohio tests
and college-entrance tests.

Woodward Career Technical High School blends career interests and
academic preparation into the school’s entire curriculum. Offering three
Career Academies (programs), Woodward provides students with the
educational foundation and hands-on experience needed to be successful
and productive lifelong learners.

Students in grades seven and eight attend classes on a separate floor and
have early exposure to all Career Technical Education programs, including
career exploration and introductions to professionals. After two years of
exploration, students select a Career Academy on which to focus.

Woodward’s $41-million building is designed especially to accommodate its
programs, which allow students to explore interests in construction, health,
bioscience, engineering, manufacturing, electricity and carpentry.

All of Woodward’s academic programs prepare students for both college
and apprenticeship training. Seniors can earn dual credit — both high school
and college — for English Composition, Pre-Calculus, Medical Terminology,
and Construction Management, as well as Advanced Placement (AP)
Biology, AP Human Geography, AP Psychology and AP English Literature.

Advanced Manufacturing Technologies

The manufacturing industry boasts one of the fastest-growing job sectors.
Based in technology and electronics, career pathways in manufacturing
include cars, computers, cell phones, refrigerators, televisions and more.

As part of a pre-engineering curriculum, students will focus on engineering
solutions to manufacturing problems using computer-aided design (CAD)
and “lean manufacturing” principles. Students can achieve the Manufacturing
Skill Standards Council’s Full Certified Production Technician (CPT), and
certificates in Welding and OSHA 10 — credentials that make them sought-
after employees in all 50 states.

Building Technologies

The Building Technologies Academy introduces learners to the career

path of construction: Construction Management, Safety Management and
Construction Technologies. These fields require two years of college, and, in
some fields, a bachelor’s or master’s degree may be required.

Through Woodward's pre-apprenticeship program, students also are
introduced to the fields of carpentry, electrical and plumbing. These fields
require training in an apprenticeship program after high school graduation.
Most apprentice training can be completed in three to five years, and, along
with earned certifications, students also may receive associate degrees.

Health Technology

This hands-on program introduces students to the fields of biotechnology,
laboratory science, nutrition, sports medicine and patient-care support. Health
and bioscience careers are among the top employing fields in the nation.

Students can earn certifications in Professional Rescuer CPR and AED with
First Aid, American Heart Association Bloodborne Pathogens Training Part
I, OSHA 10 Training Part I & II, State Tested Nurse Aide, Certified Nurse
Aide, Patient Care Tech, Phlebotomy (blood work), and Pharmacy Tech.
These certifications give students the tools needed to qualify for careers in a
competitive workforce.

Virtual High School does not enroll students who are entering ninth grade
for the first time, except with special permission.

Virtual High School offers an alternative learning environment using a
computer-assisted, standards-based curriculum that is customized for
each student. The school’s goal is to educate students outside the
traditional classroom.

The program offers students opportunities to recover missing academic
credits so they can earn high school diplomas. Students also may take
Advanced Placement (AP) courses.

Virtual High School students
