
Using a SanDisk Made-for-Amazon microSD 
Card With Fire Devices 

The SanDisk Made-for-Amazon microSD card lets you expand storage for selected Amazon devices. 

 5th Generation 2015 Fire tablets: Allows you to install apps and games, download music and videos, 

and store photos and personal videos on a microSD card.  

 Amazon Fire TV (2nd Generation): Allows you to save games and apps to a microSD card. Please note 

that microSD storage is not available for Amazon Fire TV (12th Generation) or for Fire TV Stick. 

Using a SanDisk Made-for-Amazon microSD card with a Fire Tablet 

Inserting a microSD card 

To insert a microSD card into your Fire tablet: 

1. Hold your Fire tablet vertically, with the front-facing camera positioned in the top centre. The microSD card slot 

will be on the upper-right side of your device.  

2. Open the microSD card cover and turn the tablet slightly so that you can see the card slot.  

3. With the notch in the top facing upwards, carefully slide the microSD card into the slot. Push gently until it locks 

into place. 

 

 
Removing a microSD card 

To safely remove the card from your Fire tablet: 

1. Swipe down from the top of the screen and tap Settings and then Storage.  

2. Tap Safely Remove SD Card and then tap OK. 

3. Open the microSD card cover and gently press on the card to remove it. 
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Using a microSD card with a Fire TV 

Inserting a microSD card 

To insert a microSD card into your Fire TV:  

1. Find the microSD slot on the back of your Fire TV.   

2. Hold the microSD card so that the notch is on the right and then carefully slide the card into the slot. Push gently 

until it locks into place. 

              

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

3. If your microSD card is not compatible, a notification will display, giving you the option to eject the card or to 

format it to a compatible FAT32 format. If you choose to reformat the card, any data already saved to your 

microSD card will be erased permanently.  

Once the card has been inserted, your device will scan for any installed Fire TV apps and notify you when the 

scan is complete. You're then ready to start saving apps and games to your microSD card.  

Removing a microSD card 

To safely remove the card from your Fire TV: 

1. Select Settings, System and then SD card.  

2. Select Eject.  

An on-screen notification will display, stating that any apps or games on your microSD card will no longer be 

available after you remove the card. If you still want to proceed, confirm by selecting Eject again.  

Another notification will tell you when it's safe to remove your microSD card from the slot on the back of your 

Fire TV.
