LUNCH PROCEDURES

STUDENT LAPTOPS

Trouble Connecting at Home
If your student is having difficulty connecting to your wireless network at home, please follow the steps below:
a. Before you leave campus —shut down your computer
i. This mean go to the Start Menu>Power Options>Select Shutdown
ii. If you do not shut down, then a restart will be needed at home before you try to connect to DirectAccess.
b. When the student gets home, power on the laptop
¢. Connect to Home WiFi
d. Then the student will need to wait about 1-5 minutes while the device connects to Direct Access.
i. If no connection is made with in 5 minutes, restart the laptop
ii. After the restart — connect to home WiFi and let DirectAccess connect (allow the 1-5 minutes)

Laptop Insurance Options

Families may wish to protect against liability for lost, damaged or stolen property by reviewing their insurance
options. Some homeowner’s policy may offer coverage and some may offer this coverage if a rider is acquired. In
addition, Lake Washington School District has arranged for an insurance option for families wishing to purchase
a specific additional insurance to cover their student’s laptop. This insurance can be purchased from Worth
Insurance Group. The premium is $63.60 per year and covers accidental damage and theft (police report
required). The deductible in this policy is $0. This insurance can be acquired directly by going to
https://www.worthavegroup.com/portal/lakewashington. The company also offers coverage for other personal
technology devices. If you chose not to purchase the optional insurance or do not otherwise have coverage, you
will be responsible for fees for damaged or lost/stolen equipment as defined above.

Why: Michael Jackson, one of the most influential American figures in music and dance in the 20t
century, passed away June 25™, 2009. In October 2009, due to his passing, | decided to honor Mr.
Jackson’s contributions, Renaissance students would learn and perform the Thriller dance. In
October of 2010 Renaissance students participated in our first Thrill the World Event and the
Redmond Town Center.

Thrill the World History: In order to get people up and moving for health and community building,
Ines, a dance student at NYU began the process of creating the Thrill the World event. Initially Ines
challenged everyone to work together to break the Guinness World Record for the number of
individuals performing the Thriller dance at the same fime around the world. She broke down the
choreography and posted homemade videos so anyone could learn the dance and participate.
Now it is a competition to see how many people at a site can be gathered and perform the dance
at the same time.

Our Story: In Redmond, Terese Osborne partnered up with Second Story Rep. in the Redmond Town
Center to make the event also a fund raiser for Second Story Rep. This event has become a
tradition and part of the culture at Renaissance. It is also a fundraiser for a community organization.



This year the organization that we will be raising funds for is Team Survivor Northwest. Team Survivor
Northwest's mission is to provide a broad range of fitness and health education programs to enable
women cancer survivors, in any stage of treatment or recovery and at any fitness level, to take an
active role in their ongoing physical and emotional healing.

The event raises money mostly through the dancer registration fees, and the sale of T-shirts. The
generosity of our volunteers and Scare Productions makes this possible. A majority of the shops at
Redmond Town Center are participating either with special on-the-day discounts or have donated
prizes for the Costume Contest.

e Thriller Rehearsal Friday, September 28% 2:00 — 3:00 — run through the dance a few times and start talking
about costume and make-up

e Thriller Rehearsal Friday, October 5th 2:00 — 3:00 practice

e Thriller Rehearsal Saturday, October 6" 11:00 — 12:00 — practice and strategize about costume and make-up

e Final Thriller Rehearsal Saturday, October 20th 11:00 — 12:00 review

e Saturday, October 27™ at Redmond Town Center — Check in starts for performers at 12:00 pm
