Provide one or two 
specific examples that illustrate the skills you mentioned in the opening paragraph. When providing examples, think 
numbers and accomplishments, showing what skills you will bring to their team/organization. Illustrate these skills 
with action statements reiterating what you express on your resume without redundantly repeating yourself. (2 enters) 
 
Paragraph 3 (or 4): State that you are available for an interview or to further discuss your qualifications and give them 
a number to reach you. Describe any items you have enclosed. Re-assert your excitement to be considered for the 
position and thank them for their time. (2 enters)
