All recycling must be placed in a designated Toter for collec-
tion. Exceptions that may be left next to the recycling Toter for pick up are large pails, buckets,
lawn furniture, toys, coolers and items that are acceptable but are too large to fit in the container.

Health Care Items

You should place needles, syringes, lancets, and other sharp
objects in a hard plastic or metal container with a screw on or
tightly secured lid. Reinforce the lid if necessary with heavy
duty tape. Soiled bandages, disposable sheets, and medical
gloves must be placed in securely fastened plastic bags be-
fore you put them in the designated Toter with your other
trash.

Latex Paint (in cans)
