Accountable Care Organizations are
groups of doctors, hospitals, and other health care providers, who come together
voluntarily to give coordinated high quality care to their Medicare patients.

v Selecting a primary clinician is completely optional. You can still choose
to go to any doctor or other practitioner who accepts Medicare.

v You can change your primary clinician at any time, and select another practitioner
as your primary clinician. Your selection of a primary clinician will remain the same
unless you decide to change your designation.
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
