Thismakes sociology question paper
setting asignificant task that hasto be undertaken with the support of proper guidelines.

Theguidelinesfor the preparation of the question paper have been divided into four headsfor itseffective
implementation and monitoring. Theareasarei) preparatory stage, i) nature of questions, iii) question paper
setting and v) structure of the question paper

monotony of set patterns (objective or descriptive) should be avoided

questionsshould be prepared in bilingual form

there should not be any mismatch between the bilingual versionsof the questions

choicecan begivenfor questionswith higher thinking skillsup to 20% of thetotal score

whilegiving choice, dternative questionsshould befromthesameunit with thesameleve of thinking skills

in the case of languages, language of the questions and answers should be in the particular language
concerned. Necessary directionsin thisregard must be givenin the question paper

Thinking skills for conceptual generation
means thinking skills needed for elaborating the concepts.

Refer the range of thinking skills given above. We can include the thinking skills no.1.1
to 3.2 (11 processes) under first category and 4.1 to 6.3 (8 processes) under second
category.
